THE OLD BRASS SPITTOON

The Old Brass Spittoon has been awarded to the
winner of the Indiana-Michigan State football
game since the trophy’s inception in 1950.

The trophy was initiated by the junior and senior
classes and student council at MSU and was
quickly accepted by the IU Student Senate

The spittoon came from one of Michigan’s earliest
trading posts and is widely believed to be over
200 years old. Legend holds that the spittoon was
around when both institutions were founded (IU -
1820, MSU - 1855)

Indiana and Michigan State have faced each other
since 1922 and the trophy became a part of the
series 28 years after the first meeting.

The symbol of football supremacy
between Indiana and Purdue, the Old Oaken
Bucket has become one of the nation's most
recognized and famed trophies in its 98 years
of spirited rivalry.

Both institutions had been meeting on the
football field since 1891 when the Indiana and
Purdue Alumni Clubs of Chicago held a joint
meeting in 1925 to “discuss the possibility
of undertaking a worthy joint enterprise on
behalf of the two schools.” Dr. Clarence Jones
proposed the creation of a traditional football
trophy to go to the winner of the annual clash.
Dr. Jones and Russel Gray of Purdue were
appointed to recommend a suitable trophy by
J. Frank Lindsey, (Indiana, class of 1913), who
was elected chairman of the joint committee.

At a later meeting they recommended “an
old oaken bucket as the most typical Hoosier
form of trophy, that the bucket should be taken
from some well in Indiana, and that a chain
to be made of bronze block ‘I and ‘P’ letters
should be provided for the bucket. The school
winning the traditional football game each
year should have possession of the ‘Old Oaken
Bucket" until the next game and should attach
the block letter representing the winning
school to the bail with the score engraved on
the latter link.”

Fritz Emst of Purdue and Indiana’s Wiley
J. Huddle were given the task of finding the

bucket. They located it on the old Bruner
Farm between Kent and Hanover in Southern
Indiana. The region had been settled by the
Bruner family in the 1840s, making today's
bucket around 180 years of age.

Excellent repair work put the bucket, moss
and mold-covered with some staves showing
signs of decay, into good shape for its initial
appearance, which ended in a 0-0 tie in 1925
in Bloomington.

On Nov. 25, 1967, Indiana Univer-
sity improved its record to 9-1 with a
19-14 upset win over Purdue in the
regular-season finale. The win clinched
the Big Ten title and secured the Hoo-
siers” initial postseason bid - a trip to
the Rose Bowl and a tilt against top-
ranked and 0.J. Simpson-led Southern
California. Remarkably, just one sea-
son earlier in 1966, Indiana had fin-
ished the season with a 1-8-1 record.

IU's only Rose Bowl appearance
would not be an easy task for the Hoo-
siers. However, 102,946 fans watched
intently as Indiana would give the Tro-
jans everything they could handle for four quarters.

USC tallied first when All-America running back Simpson (25-128-2TDs
rushing) scored on a 2-yard touchdown run in the first quarter to cap an
84-yard scoring drive. Indiana would answer just one quarter later. The
Hoosiers had a first-and-goal inside the Southern California 10-yard line
but could not score a touchdown. However, Indiana kicker David Kornowa
did connect on a 27-yard field goal attempt that pulled the Hoosiers to
within 7-3, a lead that USC would take into the locker room at halftime.

In the third quarter, the Trojans put together their final scoring drive of
the day. This time it was a 45-yard drive capped by an eight-yard touch-
down run by Simpson. The “Cardiac Kids,” a nickname that IU had been
given because of several exciting comebacks throughout the 1967 cam-
paign, would threaten one more time but could not close the gap. IU moved
to the USC 37-yard line midway through the fourth stanza but failed on two
chances to gain a first down with just inches to go.

Many people described it as the
most exciting game of the 1979 bowl
season. The two squads would com- [
bine to score 75 total points in addition
to tallying 52 first downs and 874 yards
of total offense. However, after eight
lead changes, Indiana stood victorious,
38-37, over the previously unbeaten
Cougars. A

Having finished the 1979 regular |
season with a 7-4 record, Indiana
looked to gain its initial bowl victory
when it faced off against the Cougars.
It was a tight battle throughout as
Brigham Young quarterback Marc Wil-
son completed 28-0f-43 passes for 380 yards and 2 TDs. Throughout the
game, he showed many reasons why he led the nation in passing and total
offense during the regular season. However, IU found a way to answer
every BYU score.

The Cougars would take a 24-21 lead early in the third quarter, but
|U tallied right back when running back Mike Harkrader (24-71-1TD rush-
ing) scored on a 1-yard touchdown run to give the Hoosiers a 28-24 lead.
Indiana kicker Kevin Kellogg would then connect on a 26-yard field goal
to increase the IU lead to 31-24. However, a 29-yard field goal by BYU
and a 15-yard touchdown strike from Wilson to fullback Eric Lane, put the
Cougars in front, 34-31, at the end of three quarters.

The fourth quarter did not lack for theatrics. BYU would score the quar-
ter's first points to increase its lead to 37-31. However, Indiana’s Tim Wil-
bur countered with a 62-yard punt return to tie the game at 37-37. Kel-
logg would add the extra point to give IU a one-point advantage with 6:53
remaining in the contest. Brigham Young had the opportunity to win the
contest on a field goal attempt with just 11 seconds remaining. However, a
27-yard effort by Cougar kicker Brent Johnson failed, and IU held on for the
thrilling 38-37 victory.

Although he finished with an 0-11
record during his first campaign at Indi-
ana in 1984, it would take Bill Mallory
just three seasons to lead the Hoosiers
to their first bowl appearance under
his direction. Indiana finished with
a 6-5 regular-season record in 1986
and capped its season by playing a
talented Florida State team in the 1986
All-American Bow! on New Year's Eve
in Birmingham, Ala.

Despite losing 27-13, the Hoosiers
would go on to make bow!l appear-
ances following four of the next five
seasons.

Florida State used four time-consuming scoring drives that averaged 66
yards each to capture the 10th annual All-American Bowl. IU penetrated
inside the Seminole 35-yard line four times without a score.

Indiana would tally first as Pete Stoyanovich connected on a 35-yard
field goal to give the Hoosiers a 3-0 lead. However, Florida State running
back Sammie Smith (25-205-2TDs) scored on runs of four and nine yards
in the first and second quarters, respectively, to give the Seminoles a 13-3
halftime lead.

The Seminoles would score another touchdown during the third quarter
that would essentially clinch the victory. IU did close the gap to within
20-13 in the fourth quarter, but FSU iced the game with a 68-yard scoring
drive.

Indiana running back Anthony Thompson, who was playing in his first
bowl game, finished with 127 rushing yards on 28 carries and quarterback
Dave Kramme threw for 168 yards. IU dominated the time of possession
and totaled more first downs (23-20) and total yards (383-342) than Florida
State. However, the Seminoles rushed for 288 yards and were forced into
third-down situations on just three occasions during the entire game.

Tennessee drove 40 yards in nine |l
plays and scored on a 9-yard touch-
down run by running back Reggie Cobb
with just 1:52 remaining in the game
to clinch a 27-22 victory over Indiana
in the 20th Peach Bowl. The game,
which was played on Jan. 2, 1988, at §
Atlanta’s Fulton County Stadium, was
witnessed by 58,737 fans. Despite the
disappointing loss, IU finished the sea-
son with an 8-4 record, which included
wins over Michigan and Ohio State.

The Volunteers jumped to a quick
21-3 second-quarter lead. That same
stanza, UT blocked an Indiana punt on
the U 9-yard line that gave the Volunteers an opportunity to put the game
out of reach. However, IU forced a fumble and drove 91 yards for a touch-
down, a 43-yard pass play from quarterback Dave Schnell (33-18-218-1TD-
2INTs) to wide receiver Ernie Jones (7-150-1TD). The score narrowed IU's
deficit to 21-10 prior to halftime.

The lone score of the third period was a 12-yard run by running back An-
thony Thompson (18-67-1TD) that moved Indiana to within 21-16, however,
the two-point conversion failed. In the fourth quarter, Indiana scored on a
fake field goal attempt when tight end Tim Jorden ran 12 yards for a score
that gave IU a one-point lead, 22-21. The two-point conversion attempt
was unsuccessful. Tennessee, which had come from behind on four other
occasions during the 1987 campaign would turn the trick again as Cobb
scored his second touchdown of the game, this one a 9-yard run, to give
Tennessee the 27-22 victory.

Tennessee gained 474 yards of total offense, including 146 rushing
yards and two touchdowns from Cobb, the game's Most Valuable Offen-
sive Player. However, Jones was just as impressive, as he finished with
248 all-purpose yards (150 receiving, 15 rushing, 81 kickoff returns). Indi-
ana linebacker Van Waiters was recognized as the game’s Most Valuable
Defensive Player.

Indiana finished with a 6-4-1 regu-
lar-season record in 1990, a mark good
enough to earn the Hoosiers a berth
in the Peach Bow! for a date with the
Auburn Tigers. The game, which was
played at Fulton County Stadium in
Atlanta on Dec. 30, 1990, was one of
the best games played during the 1990
bowl season.

Auburn led Indiana 17-10 at half-
time and increased its lead to 20-10
on a 43-yard field goal during the third
quarter, but the Hoosiers returned

the favor as quarterback Trent Green
scored on touchdown runs of two and
11 yards to give IU a 23-20 lead.

However, Auburn quarterback Stan White (48-31-351-1TD passing and
27D runs) would direct the Tigers on a 13-play, 72-yard, 1:40-minute, scor-
ing drive. He capped the drive himself when he scored on a 1-yard run with
just 39 seconds remaining in the game. The touchdown gave Auburn a
27-23 victory.

Auburn dominated the game statistically, as the Tigers tallied 440 total
yards to IU's 220. However, Indiana utilized a solid kicking game to keep
the game close. Trent Green tied a Peach Bow! record with his three rush-
ing touchdowns while running back Vaughn Dunbar (21-81) and free safety
Mike Dumas (14 tackles, 4 passes broken up) earned offensive and defen-
sive Most Valuable Player honors, respectively.

Indiana capped off an emotional
season in achieving late head coach
Terry Hoeppner's dream of “Playing
13" as the Hoosiers returned to a
postseason bow! for the first time in 14
years at the 2007 Insight Bowl.

Oklahoma State's no-huddle of-
fense took a strong first half lead, and
it was too much for a spirited Hoosier
squad to overcome in a 49-33 defeat.
The Hoosiers rallied from a 35-10 half-
time deficit to get within two scores on
two separate occasions in the second
half.

Kellen Lewis threw for 204 yards
and a pair of touchdowns in the loss, tying IU great Antwaan Randle El
for first place on the all-time list with 42 TD passes in his career. The
sophomore quarterback also ran for 83 yards on 10 carries and scored a
touchdown on the ground.

The Hoosiers drove 52 yards on 11 plays on their opening drive, taking
a 3-0 lead on Austin Starr's 43-yard field goal at the 10:41 mark of the
opening quarter. But OSU scored the next 28 points of the game before
the Hoosiers made it 28-10 on a Marcus Thigpen 4-yard TD grab. Cowboy
quarterback Zac Robinson tacked on a 1-yard run just before the half to
give OSU a 25-point lead at the break.

IU struck with the first points of the second half on a Lewis 1-yard run
that followed a 4th-and-8 conversion on a fake field goal pass from Lewis
to Starr. The Cowboys rebutted with a TD of their own, and 16 fourth quar-
ter points by the Hoosiers proved to not be enough to overcome the early
deficit.

Duke kicker Ross Martin kicked a
36-yard field goal in overtime that In-
diana wasn't able to match to give the
Blue Devils a 44-41 victory in the New
Era Pinstripe Bow! at Yankee Stadium.

The back-and-forth game featured
nine lead changes and three ties. It
also saw numerous offensive records
set and six turnovers combined in a
game where momentum seemed to be
hanging in the balance throughout.

Duke quarterback Thomas Sirk
scored on a 5-yard touchdown run up
the middle with just 41 seconds to play
in regulation to tie the game at 41-41.
The Hoosiers drove down the field in the little time they had left, setting
Griffin Oakes up for a 56-yard field goal try that missed wide left at the end
of regulation.

Indiana found its scoring gear midway through the second quarter and
didn't slow down the rest of the game behind a career-best day by sopho-
more back Devine Redding, who finished with 227 yards on 35 carries.

The Hoosiers' problem was that the Blue Devils kept up, trading scores
and never allowing one team to hold momentum long enough to make a
game-winning stand. Sirk accounted for the majority of the damage, pass-
ing for 163 yards and a touchdown and adding another two scores and 155
yards on the ground.

Duke scored 10 unanswered points to begin the game, but after the
Hoosiers responded with their first touchdown midway through the second
quarter, neither team would ever lead by more than one possession.

In the Indiana locker room, head coach Kevin Wilson told his players
not to dwell over one play, one call or anything particular in the loss.

He wanted to see their eyes.

He wanted to tell them to keep their heads up and stay confident.

And he already wanted them to move on.

“They battled, very resilient,” Wilson said. “They don't feel very good,
but at the same time, it's a tremendous group of seniors. Thy kind of left a
positive landmark that we can move forward with. I'm not into any moral
victory. We didn't play well enough to win.”

The Indiana football team fell on a PRI ARTI AL LT
late field goal to No. 19 Utah, 26-24, in
the Foster Farms Bowl.

Indiana took a 24-23 lead in the
fourth quarter on a 3-yard touchdown
run from Devine Redding, but the Utes
connected on the field goal with just
1:24 left in the game.

Appearing in consecutive bowls
for the first time since 1990-91 and for
the fourth time in program history, IU [
posted back-to-back six-win seasons
for the first time since 1993-94.

Defensively, Indiana was led by
Tegray Scales, who was named the
Foster Farms Bow! Defensive MVP after totaling a team-high 10 tackles to
go with two sacks and three tackles for loss.

The Hoosiers started the game with a bang, as Greg Gooch forced a
fumble on the opening kickoff to set U up deep in Utah territory. Just 52
seconds into the game, quarterback Richard Lagow connected with wide
receiver Mitchell Paige for a 7-yard touchdown to give Indiana a 7-0 lead
with the fastest score in Foster Farms Bowl history.

Utah answered back with 17 unanswered points, taking a 17-7 lead,
butthe Hoosiers dominated the final minutes of the second quarter. After
a Griffin Oakes 24-yard field goal, the IU defense forced its second straight
three-and-out to give the offense the ball back.

On the ensuing drive, wide receiver Nick Westbrook hauled in a 36-yard
score with 1:38 remaining in the half, tying the game at 17-17.

In the third quarter, the Utes hit a pair of field goals to take a six-point
lead, 23-17, into the fourth quarter. The Hoosiers defense again came up
huge when it mattered most, forcing a Utah fumble to set up the offense at
its own 40-yard line.

|U marched down the field with an 11-play, 60-yard drive that finished
with Redding’s 3-yard score to give Indiana a 24-23 lead with 10:10 left.

The Hoosiers reached the Utah 47-yard line with five seconds remain-
ing, but a desperation heave from Lagow was tipped at the line.

Defensively, Indiana had a season-high four takeaways along with a
season-best five sacks.

Victory was there. History was
within reach. Just take it.

Everything that Indiana wanted for
its football program -- the first bowl
victory since 1991, a nine-win season
--was there Thursday night in Jackson-
ville, Fla. And then it wasn't.

The final TaxSlayer Gator Bowl
score -- Tennessee 23, Indiana 22.

The Volunteers (8-5) scored 14
points in 31 seconds late in the fourth
quarter, nine in the other 59 minutes
and 29 seconds. It was enough for their
sixth-straight victory.

Peyton Ramsey rushed 17 times for
54 yards and a touchdown. He completed 20-0f-34 passes for 227 yards.

Tight end Peyton Hendershot caught six passes for 67 yards despite a
banged-up shoulder. Nick Westbrook caught four for 48.

A young defense made plays — highlighted by husky Jamar Johnson's
63-yard pick-6.

For most of the first half, IU had no offense. Ramsey was under con-
stant pressure, and the running game was ineffective. Fortunately for the
Hoosiers, the defense was in major bend-don't-break mode.

Finally, it broke through with linebacker Micah McFadden's intercep-
tion, the result of fierce defensive pressure.

That gave the Hoosiers the ball in Tennessee territory, and Ramsey
went to work. He converted a fourth-and-one quarterback sneak, then ran
the Hoosiers inside the 10-yard line as the clock ticked under 10 seconds.
That set up Logan Justus' 24-yard field goal.

In a half dominated by Tennessee (a 202-to-69 total yard edge), U
trailed just 6-3.

The Hoosiers had the ball to start the second half for the first 5:31.
Ramsey converted another quarterback sneak for a touchdown and a 10-6
Hoosier lead.

Tennessee responded with a 50-yard kickoff return to get into IU terri-
tory. Johnson wiped that out with his 63-yard return.

Back-up Tennessee quarterback Brian Maurer led Tennessee to a field
goal, but IU responded with a 49-yard Justus field goal for a 19-9 Hoosier
lead entering the fourth quarter.

A third Justus field goal made it 22-9 with 10:27 remaining. Indiana
wouldn't score again.

In a furious second-half comeback,
IU forged a pair of gut-check, 80-yard
drives totaling 27 plays and 14 points
for a 20-20 tie with six minutes left.

Ole Miss (5-5) needed two minutes
to score the game-winning touchdown
and keep Indiana (6-2) from its first
bow! win since 1991.

Quarterback Jack Tuttle played
most of the game with a separated
right (throwing) shoulder, the result of
a series of hits. He played through it,
finishing 26-for-45 for 201 yards, no
touchdowns and one interception.

Receiver Whop Philyor was the
busiest man in college football. He set an IU record with 18 catches for 81
yards. He also ran once for eight yards.

0Ole Miss opened the scoring with a 26-yard field goal before a 50-yard
Charles Campbell field goal evened things up.

The Rebels came back with another field goal and then a touchdown
pass for a 13-3 lead midway through the second quarter.

Campbell opened the third quarter with that 53-yard field goal. Ole
Miss responded with a touchdown for a 20-6 lead.

The Hoosiers went to tough-guy mode, driving behind a battered Tuttle.
They got to the 3-yard line before Stevie Scott Il ran out of the Wildcat for
a TD to start the fourth quarter. That made it 20-13.

Indiana got the ball back after the Rebels missed a 37-yard field goal.
A crucial leaping third-down catch by receiver Miles Marshall, followed
by an Ole Miss pass interference call on Ty Fryfogle set up Scott’s second
Wildcat formation touchdown run for a 20-20 tie with six minutes left.

Scott closed out the game with 99 yards on 19 carries. His two TDs
gave him his third-straight season in double digits.

“This was a season for the ages,” head coach Tom Allen said in a som-
ber aftermath. “With all we've been through, it's been so hard. Everybody
has been through this.

“Our guys chose to play. This is a special group. It will lay a foundation
for next year.”

A.B. WOODFORD * 1887-1888

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 0-1-1

Indiana’s first head football coach, A.B. Woodford,
led the Hoosiers to a tie and a loss in his only two
games.

EVANS WOLLEN - 1889

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 0-1

In the only documented game of the 1889 season,
Indiana lost to Wabash, 40-2.

BILLY HEROD * 1891

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 1-5

Billy Herod's lone campaign as head football coach
at Indiana resulted in a 1-5 record. Herod led the
team to a 30-0 rout over the Louisville Athletic
Club in the opening contest, but the team went
winless for the remainder of the season.

GUSTAVE FERBERT &

JOSEPH R. HUDDLESTON ° 1894

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 0-4-1

Ferbert and Huddleston guided the Hoosiers for
one season and finished 0-4-1 in 1894. IU played
Louisville A.C. to a scoreless tie in the opener.

DANA 0SGOOD & WREN * 1895

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 4-3-1

The coaching tandem of Dana Osgood and Wren
led the Hoosiers to a 4-3-1 record in the coaches’
only season at Indiana University. U collected
wins against Louisville A.C., Noblesville A.C.,
Rose Polytechnic and rival Wabash.

MADISON G. GONTERMAN e 1896-1897
CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 12-3-1

In his two seasons at the helm of Indiana’s football
team, Madison Gonterman led the Hoosiers to
winning records both years. After going 6-2,
including a six-game winning streak in his first
season, Gonterman responded with a solid 6-1-1
mark before leaving Bloomington. His overall mark
was 12-3-1.

JAMES H. HORNE * 1898-1904

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 33-21-5

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 3-13-1

After coaching the Hoosiers to winning records in
1898 and 1899, James Horne and his U football
team joined the Western Conference at the
beginning of the century. While leading his U
teams to six .500-or-better records in his seven
years, Horne compiled a career record of 33-21-
5. His best season came in 1899 when he led the
Hoosiers to a 6-2 mark. As a member of the Big
Ten, IU enjoyed its best season in Horne's last
season as head coach when the team achieved a
6-4 record in 1904.

JAMES M. SHELDON e 1905-1913

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 35-26-3

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 7-25-2

With a 35-26-3 record, James Sheldon proved
to be one of the most successful coaches in IU
football’s early years. His 8-1-1 record as a rookie
coach in 1905 was his best mark. Overall, Sheldon
led the Hoosiers to four winning seasons and
helped IU climb as high as third in the Big Ten
Conference rankings.

CLARENCE C. CHILDS * 1914-1915

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 6-7-1

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 2-7

Clarence Childs led Indiana to a 6-7-1 record
during his two seasons. Childs’ best mark came
in his final season when he mustered a 3-3-1

record (1-3 in league play). Childs finished with a
2-7 record in Big Ten action but compiled a 4-0-1
record outside the conference.

EWALD 0. STIEHM ¢ 1916-1921

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 20-18-1

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 5-10-1

Ewald Stiehm coached the Hoosiers for five
seasons. He led his squads to a 20-18-1 record
during that span and finished with a 5-10-1
conference record. In 1917, he led the Hoosiers
toa 5-2 mark.

JAMES P. HERRON ° 1922

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 1-4-2

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 0-2-1

James Herron coached IU for only one season.
In 1921, he led the Hoosiers to a 1-4-2 record,
posting a win over the Michigan Aggies and
playing DePauw and Purdue to ties.

WILLIAM A. INGRAM e 1923-1925

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 10-12-1

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 3-8-1

In 1923, William Ingram became Indiana’s 12th
head football coach and promptly led the team
to a 3-4 record while finishing fifth in Big Ten
play. In his three seasons at Indiana, Ingram
achieved a career mark of 10-12-1 and was 3-8-1
in conference play. His best season came in 1924,
when he led Indiana to a 4-4 record.

HARLAN 0. (PAT) PAGE * 1926-1930

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 14-23-3

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 5-16-2

Harlan O. (Pat) Page coached the Hoosiers for five
seasons and guided Indiana to an overall record of
14-23-3. His best season at the U helm came in
1928, when he led the team to a 4-4 record (2-4
in the Big Ten).

EARLE (BILLY) HAYES * 1931-1933

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 8-14-4

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 2-11-4
Internationally known for leading IU's track and
field program to national prominence, E.C. (Billy)
Hayes also coached the IU football team for
three seasons. He helped lead the Hoosiers to an
overall record of 8-14-4. His winningest season
came in 1931, when he guided Indiana to a 4-5-

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1 record. As IU's track and field coach, Hayes led
the Hoosiers to eight Big Ten championships and
70 Big Ten team and individual titles in indoor and
outdoor track and field. Indiana also won the 1932
NCAA outdoor track and field championships.
Indiana’s world-class outdoor track, and the NCAA
trophy for the team champion in cross country, are
both named in his honor.

ALVIN N. (BO) MCMILLIN * 1934-1947
CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 63-48-11

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 34-34-6

One of Indiana’s most successful coaches, Bo
McMillin holds the honor of being the only coach
to ever lead the Hoosiers to an outright Big Ten
Championship. In 1945, he led IU to its only
unbeaten record (9-0-1) and garnered Man of the
Year and Coach of the Year honors by the Football
Writers Association and the Football Coaches
Association. While at Indiana, McMillin guided
IU to 10 seasons of .500 or better, including a
stretch of six consecutive years. His 34-34-6 Big
Ten mark is the best winning percentage in Big Ten
play for an Indiana coach, as is his overall winning
percentage (.562)

CLYDE SMITH * 1948-1951

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 8-27-1

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 4-19

Clyde Smith took over IU in 1948 after serving
as an assistant coach on Bo McMillin's staff.
His best record at Indiana was 3-5-1, which
he accomplished in 1950. Impressively, half of
Smith's eight career victories were against Big
Ten opponents.

BERNIE CRIMMINS e 1952-1956

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 13-32

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 6-24

After coaching under legendary Frank Leahy at
Notre Dame, Bernie Crimmins took over at the
Hoosier helm in 1952. In five seasons, Crimmins
led the team to a 13-32 record. A native of
Louisville, Crimmins was a three-sport star for St.
Xavier High School before starring for the Fighting
Irish for four seasons at right halfback, fullback
and guard. He became the first man in Notre
Dame’s rich football history to win major awards
at three different positions.

BOB HICKS * 1957

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 1-8

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 0-6

Bob Hicks served as Indiana’s interim head coach
for one season prior to becoming its head line
coach when Phil Dickens assumed the head coach’s
role. Hicks served as head coach for a season as
Dickens sat out for alleged recruiting violations. A
1948 graduate of Tennessee, Hicks played on the
line for UT. After five years coaching at the high
school level, he received his first opportunity to
coach as a member of Dickens staff at Wyoming,
where he helped build highly competitive lines
for the Cowboys’ powerhouse clubs. Hicks would
coach on the IU staff for 16 years

PHIL DICKENS * 1958-1964

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 20-41-2

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 8-27-2

Phil  Dickens, widely recognized as one of
Tennessee's all-time greatest tailbacks, tallied
an 89-67-11 record during his 16-year coaching
career at Wofford, Wyoming and Indiana. He
became IU’s head coach after leading Wyoming to
a Skyline championship and an undefeated season
in 1956. At Indiana, Dickens accumulated a 20-41-

2 record. His best record came in 1958 (3-2-1),
when he guided the Hoosiers to a fifth-place finish
in the Big Ten. Dickens earned Midwest Coach of
the Year honors that season and finished third in
national voting. As a player at Tennessee he was a
unanimous All-SEC pick in 1936 and was selected
as the Volunteers' outstanding athlete during each
of his four years at the school.

JOHN PONT e 1965-1972

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 31-51-1

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 21-36-1

John Pont holds the distinction of being the
only coach to ever guide Indiana to a Rose Bow!
appearance. He accomplished that feat in 1967,
when he led the Hoosiers to a 9-2 record, a Big
Ten co-championship and an appearance in the
Rose Bowl against eventual national champion
Southern California. Perhaps more remarkable
than the Hoosiers" strong showing against the
national champs was the fact that this same team
could only muster a 1-8-1 record the previous
season, thus making the 1967 Big Ten Champions a
true “rags to roses” story. Pont earned unanimous
national coach of the year honors that season and
was selected as head coach of the East team in
the 1968 Coaches' All-American game. Pont's
jersey is retired at Miami (Ohio) and in 1969 he
was one of six charter members inducted into the
school’s Hall of Fame

LEE CORSO * 1973-1982

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 41-68-2

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 28-52-2

Lee Corso took over as head football coach in
1973 after leading the Louisville Cardinals to two
Missouri Valley Conference titles in four seasons.
At IU, he led the Hoosiers to two winning seasons
and a 1979 Holiday Bow! victory over previously
unbeaten Brigham Young. Indiana’s victory over
the Cougars propelled Corso's team to 16th in
the UPI poll, the Hoosiers’ first top-20 ranking
since 1967. While at Indiana, Corso was active
with the American Football Coaches Association.
He also served on the Ethics Committee, the

Rules Committee and the NCAA Public Relations
Seminar. During his tenure, he coached in the
All-American Bow! and the Japan Bowl. Corso is
currently employed by ESPN, where he works as a
studio analyst on College Gameday.

SAM WYCHE » 1983

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 3-8

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 2-7

Sam Wyche was Indiana’s head football coach
for only one season prior to leaving for the
National Football League. An assistant coach
on Bill Walsh’s San Francisco 49ers staff that
won the Super Bowl following the 1981 season,
Wyche was named IU head coach in 1983 and
guided the Hoosiers to a 3-8 mark that year. He
then left Indiana to become the head coach of
the Cincinnati Bengals. He led that squad to the
1988 AFC Championship and a Super Bow! berth
against the 49ers. Wyche coached the Bengals for
eight seasons before becoming the head coach
of the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 1991. He also
coached the Bucs for five seasons, worked as a
color commentator on NFL broadcasts and served
as the Buffalo Bills" quarterbacks coordinator.

BILL MALLORY e 1984-1996

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 69-77-3

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 39-65-1

Bill Mallory served 13 years at the helm of the
Hoosiers and compiled a record of 63-77-3. Before
joining Indiana in 1984, Mallory coached three
other schools to national prominence. While
compiling a 168-129-4 (.565) career record at
Miami (Ohio), Colorado, Northern lllinois and
1U, Mallory became the fifth coach ever to guide
three different programs to top-20 finishes in the
national polls. In 1987, Mallory became the first
Big Ten coach to be awarded back-to-back coach
of the year honors. That year, he led the Hoosiers
to an 8-4 record, a second-place finish in the Big
Ten, and a Peach Bowl appearance. Mallory led
the Indiana to six bowl games, including victories
in the 1988 Liberty Bow! and the 1991 Copper
Bowl. He also led IU to a top-20 ranking in 1988

CAM CAMERON e 1997-2001

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 18-37

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 12-28

Cam Cameron led the Hoosiers for five seasons
and complied a record of 18-37. He was the second
Indiana alum (A.B. Woodford, 1887) to take over
at the helm of the IU football program. Cameron
played both football and basketball for Indiana
in the early 1980s. Prior to joining the Indiana
coaching ranks, he served as an assistant coach
for the Washington Redskins in the NFL. Cameron
brought an explosive offense to Memorial Stadium
and a new look to Hoosier football. Indiana took
the field with a new oval IU logo. Indiana averaged
23.6 points per game under Cameron’s guidance.
The Hoosiers enjoyed success as well in the
classroom, as IU was recognized by the American
Football Coaches Association for its exemplary
football graduation rates in each of Cameron’s
final four seasons.

GERRY DINARDO e 2002-2004

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 8-27

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 3-21

In his first season with the Hoosiers, Gerry
DiNardo led Indiana to a 3-9 record and a 1-7 mark
in the Big Ten, including a 3-3 mark at Memorial
Stadium. Among those three wins was a come-
from-behind, 32-29, upset of No. 23 Wisconsin.
The Hoosiers trailed by 19 points in the third
quarter before scoring the final 22 points of the
game for the victory. During 2004, the Hoosiers
had wins over No. 24 Oregon (30-24) and No. 23
Minnesota (30-21). DiNardo finished his IU career
with an 8-27 overall record.

TERRY HOEPPNER e 2005-2006

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 9-14

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 4-12

Terry Hoeppner was head coach of the Hoosiers
for two years before passing away following a
lengthy battle with brain cancer. He will always
be remembered as one of the most influential
coaches in school history. In just his second
season at the helm of the Hoosier program,
Hoeppner brought the Hoosiers on the brink of
a bow! appearance in 2006. He led the youngest
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team in the Big Ten (49 true or redshirt freshmen
and 72 underclassmen overall), to five victories -
its most since the 2001 campaign - and restored
an enthusiasm in IU football. The 2006 Hoosiers
picked up three Big Ten wins for the first time
since 2001, including a 31-28 win over No. 13
(Coaches) lowa. Earning its final conference
victory of the season, the Hoosiers dominated
Michigan State, 46-21, on Homecoming to bring
the Old Brass Spittoon back to Bloomington for
the first time since 2001. Hoeppner made an
immediate impact in his first year at the helm of
the Hoosier program. Coach Hep rejuvenated an
|U fan base that enjoyed a 39-percent increase
in per-game attendance, a 46-percent increase
in overall season ticket sales and a 110-percent
increase in student season ticket sales.

BILL LYNCH © 2007-2010

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 19-30

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 6-26

Bill Lynch served at the helm of the Indiana
football program from 2007-10. Lynch led the
Hoosiers to a 7-6 record and a trip to the Insight
Bowl in his first season. He became the only
head coach in Hoosier history to guide a team
to a bowl game in his debut season. Lynch led
Indiana to its most wins since 1993, its first bow!
appearance since that same season, and its first
0ld Oaken Bucket victory since 2001. The team’s
seven victories were the second most for a first-

year Indiana head coach, behind only James M
Sheldon, who went 8-1-1 in 1905. IU boasted
three All-Americans, three second-round NFL
Draft picks, seven overall NFL Draft picks, 10 All-
Big Ten selections, one Academic All-American
and 74 Academic All-Big Ten honorees in his four
seasons. Lynch also went 2-2 in four Old Oaken
Bucket games.

KEVIN WILSON * 2011-16

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 26-47

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 12-37

Kevin Wilson guided the Hoosiers from 2011-16
Wilson led IU to back-to-back bowl games for
the first time since 1990-91. He mentored three
first team All-Americans - offensive linemen
Dan Feeney in 2015 and 2016, Jason Spriggs in
2015, and running back Tevin Coleman in 2014,
Twenty-eight Indiana standouts either moved on
to the NFL or received camp invites, including
Spriggs (48th pick by Green Bay in 2016), wide
receiver Cody Latimer (56th pick by Denver in
2014), Feeney (71st pick by the L.A. Chargers
in 2017) and Coleman (73rd pick by Atlanta in
2015). Fifty Hoosiers earned All-Big Ten honors,
highlighted by a school record 12 in 2015 and
2016. U won the Old Oaken Bucket four straight
times (2013-16) for the first time since 1944-
47. A six-year program record 127 Hoosiers
collected Academic All-Big Ten honors

TOM ALLEN e 2016-

CAREER RECORD AT INDIANA: 30-40

BIG TEN RECORD AT INDIANA: 17-35

Tom Allen was named Indiana University's 29th
head football coach on Dec. 1, 2016. He made his
head coaching debut in the 2016 Foster Farms
Bowl. The New Castle, Ind., native joined the IU
staff as associate head coach/defense on Jan.
15, 2016, and continued to oversee the defense
in 2017 and 2018. The 2020 American Football
Coaches Association National Coach of the Year,
Allen’s 30 wins rank seventh in program history.
He was named the 2020 Hayes-Schembechler
Coach of the Year (Big Ten coaches vote) and
the Dave McClain Coach of the Year (Big Ten
media vote). Allen joined Mallory (1986, 1987)
as the only Indiana head coaches to earn the
honor. He became the third IU head coach to be
named AFCA National Coach of the Year along
with Bo McMillin (1945) and John Pont (1967).
The Hoosiers (6-2, 6-1 Big Ten) finished 2020
ranked for a program record 10-consecutive
weeks, including a No. 12 final rating from the
Associated Press, its highest final ranking since
1967 (No. 4). Indiana was ranked in the Top 10
six times, the second-most in program history
(9 weeks in 1945). 1U collected its first Top-10
ranking in the Nov. 8 AP Poll (No. 10) since Sept.
22,1969 (No. 10).

COLLEGE HALL OF FAMERS

ANTHONY THOMPSON
Running Back: 1986-89 e 2007 Inductee

Former Indiana running back Anthony Thompson, who starred for the Hoosiers from 1986-89, earned first team All-America recognition
following both his junior and senior seasons. A two-time Big Ten rushing champion, he captured the NCAA rushing and scoring titles
during his senior campaign and was named the Walter Camp Foundation’s Player of the Year, the AFCA “Coaches Choice” Player of
the Year, won the Maxwell Award as the nation’s finest college football player and finished second in the 1989 Heisman Trophy voting.
Thompson finished his career with 5,299 rushing yards, including 377 yards in a game at Wisconsin in 1989. The Terre Haute, Ind.,
native held the Division | record for career touchdowns with 65 until the 1998 season, when it was broken by Texas' Ricky Williams.
Thompson was enshrined into the College Football Hall of Fame in 2007.

JOHN TAVENER
Center: 1941-44 e 1990 Inductee

A four-year letterman and a two-year captain at Indiana, John Tavener was named to six different All-America teams following his
senior season in 1944. An extremely versatile player, Tavener called the offensive signals at center, excelled on defense and kicked

| extra points. He would earn IU Most Valuable Player honors in 1943 and 1944. Tavener was drafted by the Chicago Cardinals in 1944

and played for the Miami Seahawks in 1946 but retired after one season and pursued a banking career in Ohio. After retiring from
the business in 1986 he became a volunteer assistant coach at Denison University in Granville, Ohio. Tavener was enshrined into the
College Football Hall of Fame in 1990.

GEORGE TALIAFERRO
Halfback: 1945, 1947-48 1981 Inductee

A first-team All-America selection in 1948, George Taliaferro may best be known as the first African-American to be drafted by
a National Football League team. In addition to his All-America recognition as a senior, Taliaferro was a two-time second team
All-America pick and helped lead the Hoosiers to their first Big Ten championship in 1945. After a successful four-year career at
Indiana, Taliaferro played in the NFL from 1948-55 for the Los Angeles Dons, New York Yankees, Dallas Cowboys, Baltimore Colts and
Philadelphia Eagles. He was enshrined into the College Football Hall of Fame in 1981.

ZORA CLEVENGER
Halfback: 1900-03 e 1968 Inductee

As a member of Indiana’s first Big Ten team, Zora G. Clevenger played for the Hoosiers from 1900-03 and served as team captain. He
earned All-America honors at center during his senior season. Upon graduating from Indiana he took to coaching and, in 1914, brought
the University of Tennessee its first undefeated season. The designer of the Straight-T formation, Clevenger built the Volunteers
into a national powerhouse. After retiring from coaching, Clevenger served as athletic director at Missouri and Kansas State before
returning to Indiana to work as its athletic director for 23 years. A founder of the annual East-West Shrine Game, Clevenger retired in
1946 and was enshrined into the College Football Hall of Fame in 1968.

PETE PIHOS
End/FB: 1942-43, 1945-47 » 1966 Inductee

After earning All-America honors as both an end and fullback, Pete Pihos became the second Indiana University football product to be
enshrined into the College Football Hall of Fame when he was inducted in 1966. After helping Indiana set national records on offense
in 1943, he returned from a stint in the Army to lead the Hoosiers in scoring during their Big Ten Championship season of 1945. One
year later, Pihos was named the team'’s Most Valuable Player while shattering previous IU records for touchdowns, total points and
receptions. After college, Pihos was drafted by the Philadelphia Eagles where he played from 1947-55. An integral member of the
Eagles’ 1948 and 1949 championship teams, Pihos enjoyed a career that included six trips to the Pro Bowl and three-straight years
leading the NFL in receptions. In 1970, he was inducted into the Professional Football Hall of Fame in Canton, Ohio.

ALVIN “BO” MCMILLIN
Coach: 1934-47 e 1951 Inductee

Alvin “Bo” McMillin was responsible for leading Indiana to its first football Big Ten championship. Enshrined into the College Football
Hall of Fame in 1951, McMillin coached the Hoosiers for 14 years (1934-47) and compiled a record of 63-48-11. In 1945, he led Indiana
to its only undefeated season and its first Big Ten championship. Following the 1945 campaign he earned Man of the Year and Coach
of the Year honors from the Football Writers Association and the Football Coaches Association, respectively. He earned his ticket to
the Hall of Fame following his playing career at Centre College in Kentucky (1917, “19-21). McMillin returned to the football field and
went on to coach at Centenary, Geneva, Kansas State and Indiana. He compiled a record of 146-77-13 in 26 seasons.
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ANTWAAN RANDLE EL
Quarterback e 2001

Arguably college football's most exciting player went into the NCAA record books as one of the sport's most successful dual-threat
quarterbacks. Randle El finished sixth in the Heisman Trophy balloting, won the Chicago Tribune's Silver Football award as the Big
Ten's Most Valuable Player, and he was the Big Ten's Offensive Player of the Year as selected by Big Ten media and coaches in his final
season. Randle El rushed for more yards (3,895) than any quarterback in NCAA Division I-A history upon the conclusion of his career. In
44 career games, he passed for 7,469 yards and 42 touchdowns and also rushed for 44 scores to become the first Division |-A player
to reach the 40-40 mark. He was a second-round selection of the Pittsburgh Steelers in 2002 and threw a touchdown pass to Hines
Ward in Super Bowl XL. Randle El signed a free-agent contract with the Washington Redskins in 2006 and stayed in Washington until
he re-signed with Pittsburgh for his final season in March 2010.

ANTHONY THOMPSON
Running Back e 1988, 1989

One of the finest running backs in the history of college football, Anthony Thompson earned first team All-America recognition
following both his junior and senior seasons in 1988 and 1989. A native of Terre Haute, Ind., he shattered almost every Indiana rushing
record imaginable and set multiple Big Ten and NCAA marks. Thompson finished his career with 5,299 rushing yards, including 377
yards in a game at Wisconsin in 1989.

TIM CLIFFORD
Quarterback ¢ 1979

Tim Clifford won the 1979 Big Ten Most Valuable Player honor after leading Indiana to an 8-4 record, a solid fourth-place finish in
the Big Ten, final national poll rankings in the Top 20 and the school’s first-ever bowl win, an exciting 38-37 triumph over BYU in the
Holiday Bow!. Clifford completed nearly 56 percent of his passes for 2,078 yards and 13 touchdowns. In his career, he ranks among the
Hoosiers Top 10 in passing yardage (seventh, 4,338), attempts (seventh, 631), and completions (eighth, 333). Clifford was a two-sport
athlete who also lettered in baseball

CORBY DAVIS
Fullback » 1937

The first pick overall in the 1938 National Football League draft, Corby Davis earned first team All-America honors and was voted as
the Big Ten's Most Valuable Player by the Chicago Tribune in 1937. Although he was forced to participate in World War II, Davis did
spend four successful seasons with the Cleveland Browns before retiring in 1942.

VERN HUFFMAN
Quarterback ® 1936

A football and basketball standout at Indiana, Vern Huffman was IU’s first All-America quarterback. A second-team All-America
selection and the Big Ten's Most Valuable Player in 1936, Huffman is the only player in the history of Indiana University to earn
All-America honors in football and basketball. IU’s Balfour Award winner for football following his senior season, Huffman played
professional football for the Detroit Lions.
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JAYLIN LUCAS
2022 FIRST TEAM

Kick return specialist Jaylin Lucas earned All-
America accolades from six outlets in 2022,
including four first-team honors. He became
the first Hoosier and the first conference true
freshman to be named the Big Ten Rodgers-
Dwight Return Specialist of the Year. Lucas ranks
No. 2 on both the U single-season and career
kickoff return touchdowns lists with two. He was
the lone returner in the country with two scores,
his 591 yards led the Big Ten, and his 28.1 yards
per return ranked No. 4 nationally.

TY FRYFOGLE
2020 THIRD TEAM

Ty Fryfogle collected third-team All-America
honors from the Associated Press. He became
the first Hoosier wideout to earn All-America
status since James Hardy in 2007. Fryfogle also
became the first Hoosier to be named the Big
Ten Richter-Howard Receiver of the Year. One
of 11 semifinalists for the Biletnikoff Award, the
senior was the first receiver in B1G history to
record back-to-back 200-yard games and the first
IU wideout to reach 200 yards twice. Fryfogle
led the team with 721 yards (4th in the Big Ten),
90.1 yards per game (5th, 29th nationally), seven
touchdowns (T-3rd, T-30th), and 19.5 yards per
reception (3rd, 23rd).

Dan Feeney became the fourth player in
program history to earn first-team
All-America status twice (2015, 2016).

MICAH MCFADDEN

2020 THIRD TEAM
Team captain and most valuable player Micah
McFadden garnered third-team  All-America
recognition  from the Associated Press.
McFadden was a first-team All-Big Ten selection
by the coaches and media at linebacker. The
junior led the team with 58 tackles, 44 solos, six
sacks (31 yards), and 10.5 for loss (39 yards). The
Tampa, Fla., native topped the league in sacks,
tied for second in solo stops, shared third in
TFLs, and tied for eighth in INTs (2). McFadden
was named the Walter Camp National Player of
the Week and the Big Ten Defensive Player of
the week following the Hoosiers win at No. 16
Wisconsin

TIAWAN MULLEN

2020 FIRST TEAM
Tiawan Mullen became the first Indiana
cornerback to earn first-team All-America
honors when he was recognized by the Football
Writers Association of America. The sophomore
was the second cornerback (Tim Wilbur - 2nd
team) in school history to achieve All-America
status. Mullen also became the first Hoosier
cornerback since Tracy Porter in 2007 to collect
first-team All-Big Ten recognition. He made 38
tackles, 27 solo, with 3.5 sacks, 4.5 for loss,
three interceptions, one forced fumble, four pass
breakups, and one quarterback hurry. Mullen led
B1G defensive backs in sacks (T-12th overall) and
TFLs, and he shared sixth overall in INTs.

TEGRAY SCALES
2016 SECOND TEAM

Tegray Scales earned second-team All-America
honors from Sl.com in 2016 and became the
first Hoosiers linebacker recognized on an All-
America team since Van Waiters (3rd team) in
1987. The 2016 Foster Farms Defensive Player of
the Game led the nation with 93 solo stops and
23.5 tackles for loss, and he finished first in the
Big Ten with 126 tackles (10th nationally). His
nine double-figure tackle games in 2016 led the
league and ranked third nationally. Scales added
seven sacks, a pick-6 and one forced fumble.
Scales owns the second spot on IU's single-
season TFLs list, shares ninth in total tackles and
is ninth with 33.5 career stops for loss.

DAN FEENEY
2015, 2016 FIRST TEAM
Dan Feeney became the fourth player in program
history to earn first-team All-America status
twice and just the third to collect first-team
honors in back-to-back seasons. He garnered
recognition from the Associated Press in 2016
and ESPN in 2015. The two-time team captain
was selected in the third round (71st pick) of the
2017 NFL Draft by the Los Angeles Chargers.
Feeney started his first 41 games at right
guard and the final five at right tackle. In those
46 games, he allowed just two sacks in 3,355
snaps. Along with left tackle Jason Spriggs, the
duo became the fifth and sixth first-team All-

Tevin Coleman became IU’s third unanimous
and consensus All-American in 2014.

American offensive linemen in program history.

JASON SPRIGGS

2015 FIRST TEAM
The 48th pick in the 2016 NFL Draft by the
Green Bay Packers, Jason Spriggs was a 2015
Football Writers Association of America (FWAA)
first-team All-American. Spriggs joined Tevin
Coleman (2014), Antwaan Randle El (2001),
Vaughn Dunbar (1991), Anthony Thompson
(1988, 1989), Gary Cassells (1967), Bob
Ravensberg (1945) and John Tavener (1944)
as the program’s all-time FWAA first-teamers.
The first Outland Trophy semifinalist in school
history allowed just two sacks in 475 called pass
attempts and finished with 79 knockdowns in a
team-high 1,074 snaps in 2015.

TEVIN COLEMAN

2014 FIRST TEAM
Tevin Coleman, a third-round draft pick of the
Atlanta Falcons in 2015, became the program’s
third unanimous and consensus All-American,
joining Anthony Thompson - 1989 and Vaughn
Dunbar - 1991. He finished seventh in the
Heisman Trophy voting, the best placing by a
Hoosier since Antwaan Randle El's sixth-place
showing in 2001. One of three finalists for the
Doak Walker Award, Coleman became the 18th
player in FBS history to reach 2,000 rushing yards
in a single season. He ranks 15th on the all-time
list and tops the school’s list with 2,036 yards.
A first-team All-Big Ten selection, Coleman
is just the third Big Ten rusher to reach the
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milestone in the regular season. The Tinley Park,
Il., native finished second nationally in rushing
yards (2,036), rushing yards per game (169.7),
all-purpose yards per game (181.4) and yards
from scrimmage per game (181.4), third in yards
from scrimmage (2,177), fifth in all-purpose yards
(2,177) and rushing yards per carry (7.54), tied for
19th in rushing touchdowns (15) and tied for 25th
in total touchdowns (15).

JAMES HARDY

2007 SECOND TEAM
James Hardy, the top receiver in Indiana football
history, became IU’s first All-America receiver in
20 years when he picked up second-team honors
from the Walter Camp Foundation and third-
team laurels from the Associated Press. Hardy, a
Biletnikoff Award semifinalist, set a new school
record with 16 touchdowns in 2007 and finished
his career with an IU-record 36 TD grabs. He
wrapped up his tenure in Bloomington as the
school’s all-time leader in catches, yards and
TDs before being drafted in the second round by
the Buffalo Bills.

GREG MIDDLETON

2007 SECOND TEAM
Greg Middleton had a breakthrough sophomore
season on the defensive line, picking up second-
team All-America honors from the Walter Camp
Foundation and third-team recognition by the
Associated Press. Middleton set a new school
record and led the nation with 16 sacks in his
first season of regular playing time. He added
17 tackles for loss and 50 tackles overall in
anchoring a defensive line that set a new school
record with 42 sacks. He was a finalist for the
Ted Hendricks Award, presented annually to the
top defensive end in college football.

AUSTIN STARR
2007 SECOND TEAM

Kicker Austin Starr posted a new school record
with 21 field goals in 23 attempts en route to
Associated Press second-team All-America
honors. He converted 15 consecutive field goals
during the season, shattering Doug Smith’s 1U
record of 10. He added a school-record 48 extra
points in 48 attempts to lead the Hoosiers with
111 points on the season. The Logansport, Ind.,
native was also an Academic All-American and a
finalist for the Lou Groza Award, presented to the
nation’s top collegiate kicker. Starr's 49-yard field
goal led Indiana to a 27-24 Old Oaken Bucket
victory over Purdue in the season finale and lifted
the program to an Insight Bowl appearance, its
first bowl since 1993.

ANTWAAN RANDLE EL
2001 FIRST TEAM
Arguably college football’s most exciting player
went into the NCAA record books as one of the
sport's most successful dual-threat quarterbacks.
Randle El finished sixth in the Heisman Trophy
balloting, won the Chicago Tribune’s Silver
Football award as the Big Ten's Most Valuable
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Antwaan Randle El was a first-team

All-America selection in 2001.
Player, and was the Big Ten's Offensive Player
of the Year as selected by Big Ten media and
coaches in his final season. He was the first
player in NCAA Division |-A history to pass for
40 touchdowns and score 40 touchdowns and
finished his career with 42 touchdown passes
and 45 touchdowns rushing and receiving. He
was the first Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS)
player to pass for over 6,000 yards and rush for
over 3,000 yards in a career.

LEVRON WILLIAMS

2001 THIRD TEAM
Levron Williams had a breakout senior season
and was one of only two Big Ten players to be
recognized as a unanimous first-team All-Big
Ten selection. In 11 games, Williams carried 212
times for 1,401 yards (6.6 ypc average) and 17
touchdowns. He also led the team in receptions
with 26 for 289 yards and two scores and was
one of the country's leaders in all-purpose
yardage with 200.1 yards per game. Williams
finished his career with 452 carries for 3,095
yards and 31 touchdowns. He also caught 94
passes for 1,088 yards and seven scores.

ERIC ALLEN
1996 THIRD TEAM
A third-team All-America selection as a senior
in 1996, Eric Allen tallied five interceptions,
67 tackles and three fumble recoveries on
the season. The Indianapolis product played
cornerback and safety for the Hoosiers from
1994-96 and finished his career with 10

interceptions, the sixth-highest total in Indiana
University history.

ANDREW GREENE

1994 SECOND TEAM
Andrew Greene started 11 games at guard
during both his junior and senior seasons. A
native of Kingston, Jamaica, Greene attended
high school in Ontario, Canada, and was a
four-year letterman and three-year starter at
right guard for the Hoosiers. He played at IU
from 1991-94 and competed in the East-West
Shrine Game and the Senior Bow! following his
senior season. A second-round draft pick of the
Dolphins in 1995, Greene played in six games for
Miami that year. He signed as a free agent with
the Seattle Seahawks on January 30, 1997, and
was on their roster in 1999 and 2000.

VAUGHN DUNBAR

1991 FIRST TEAM
One of the finest running backs ever to play in the
Big Ten Conference, Vaughn Dunbar earned first-
team All-America recognition in 1991. The Fort
Wayne, Ind., product finished his senior season
with a school-record 1,805 rushing yards. A
sixth-place finisher in the 1991 Heisman Trophy
balloting, Dunbar played only two seasons at
Indiana after transferring from Northeastern
Oklahoma A&M, where he was a NJCAA All-
America selection as a sophomore. Dunbar
finished his career at Indiana with 3,029 rushing
yards and 25 touchdowns.

MIKE DUMAS
1990 SECOND TEAM

A second-team All-America selection by both
Football News and Sporting News in 1990,
Dumas started the first two games of his career
as a true freshman in 1987 and went on to
become one of the finest defensive backs ever
to play at Indiana. After moving from cornerback
to safety during the final game of his junior
campaign, Dumas stayed at safety for his senior
season and went on to tally 116 tackles and
intercept three passes.

ANTHONY THOMPSON

1988, 1989 FIRST TEAM
One of the finest running backs in the history
of college football, Anthony Thompson earned
first-team All-America recognition following
both his junior and senior seasons. A two-time
Big Ten rushing champion, Thompson captured
the NCAA rushing and scoring title during his
senior campaign and was named the Walter
Camp Foundation’s Player of the Year, the AFCA
“Coaches Choice"” Player of the Year, won the
Maxwell Award as the nation’s finest college
football player and finished second in the 1989
Heisman Trophy voting.
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Anthony Thompson earned first-team All-
America distinction in 1988 and 1989.

PETE STOYANOVICH

1987 SECOND TEAM
Pete Stoyanovich earned second-team All-
America honors as a junior in 1987. A first-team
All-Big Ten selection following his senior season,
Stoyanovich finished his career as Indiana’s
record holder for field goals in a season (17 in
1988), extra points in a season (45 in 1988), and
consecutive extra points (107). He concluded his
career having converted 47-of-71 (66.2 percent)
of his field goal attempts and a then-Big Ten
record 107 consecutive PATs for a total of 248
points. During his senior season, Stoyanovich
connected on two 53-yard field goals and made
77.3 percent (17-0f-22) of his field goal attempts.

VAN WAITERS
1986, 1987 THIRD TEAM

A third-team All-America selection by the
Associated Press following both his junior and
senior campaigns, Van Waiters helped lead
Indiana to wins over Michigan and Ohio State
during his senior season. As a junior in 1986,
the Coral Gables, Fla., product was a third-
team All-America pick, earned first-team All-Big
Ten recognition and was selected as IU’s Most
Valuable Player. He followed up his stellar junior
year by tallying 83 tackles, 10 passes broken up,
and two fumble recoveries as a senior on his way
to earning third-team All-America status for the
second consecutive year.

ERNIE JONES
1987 FIRST TEAM

One of the most talented wide receivers to play
at Indiana, Ernie Jones earned a reputation for
his great hands and excellent acceleration in
and out of routes. Although he only caught 25
passes for 483 yards as a junior in 1986, the
Elkhart, Ind., product exploded onto the scene a
year later with 66 catches for 1,265 yards and
13 touchdowns while eaming first-team All-
America recognition. His single-season totals
in 1986 set then-Indiana records for receptions,
touchdowns and yards gained. Third on IU's
career receiving list with 2,361 yards, Jones was
also named All-Big Ten and team Most Valuable
Player following his senior campaign.

TIM WILBUR
1980 SECOND TEAM

The school record holder for interceptions in
a season (eight in 1979) and career (19), Tim
Wilbur was a first-team All-Big Ten selection
on two occasions and was a second-team
All-America pick at cornerback in 1980. Also
a standout punt returner, Wilbur was widely
known for making big plays. Among those, he
tallied a 62-yard punt return for a touchdown
in Indiana’s 38-37 Holiday Bowl victory over
Brigham Young in 1979. The score helped secure
the victory and earned him game MVP honors.

JOE NORMAN

1978 SECOND TEAM
One of the most productive tacklers in the history
of the Big Ten Conference, this hard-nosed
linebacker earned second-team All-America
recognition and first-team All-Big Ten honors
following the 1978 campaign. As a senior that
year, Norman accumulated 199 total tackles
(including 141 solo stops), which shattered the
former school record of 165 total tackles set two
years earlier by Steve Sanders. Also Indiana’s
career record holder with 444 tackles, Norman
holds the school record for tackles in a game
with 26 against Ohio State on November 18,
1978

CHARLEY PEAL

1977 THIRD TEAM
A two-year starter at offensive tackle, Charley
Peal earned third-team All-America honors and
first-team All-Big Ten recognition in 1977. He
started 11 games during both his junior and
senior seasons. A junior college transfer, Peal
was a second-team All-America pick at Garden
City Junior College.

DONNIE THOMAS

1975 THIRD TEAM
A product of Michigan City, Ind., Donnie Thomas
was a three-year starter at linebacker for
the Hoosiers from 1973-75 and earned third-
team All-America honors following the 1975
campaign. The 6-foot-2, 265-pound Thomas
finished his senior season with 137 total tackles,
three passes broken up and one fumble recovery.

As a sophomore in 1973, he led the team in
tackles with 98. Indiana’s Most Valuable Player
in 1974 and 1975, Thomas won the Balfour
Award following his senior season.

CHRIS GARTNER

1972 FIRST TEAM
One of the most prolific place-kickers in the
history of Indiana University, Sven Chris
Gartner was the first in what has become a
long line of outstanding kickers at IU. A native
of Gothenburg, Sweden, Gartner played high
school football at Princeton (N.J.) High School
and, following his senior season at Indiana,
earned first-team All-America and All-Big Ten
honors. He twice connected on a school-record
four field goals in a single game.

JADE BUTCHER

1969 FIRST TEAM
The Bloomington-bred Jade Butcher earned first-
team All-America and All-Big Ten honors as a
senior in 1969 after finishing with 37 receptions
for 552 yards and 10 touchdowns. Also an All-
Big Ten selection as a junior, Butcher led the
Hoosiers in receiving from 1967-69 and scored
10 touchdowns as a sophomore, junior and again
as a senior. Second on IU's all-time touchdown
reception list with 30, he participated in the
North-South Game and Hula Bowl following his
Senior season.

JIM SNIADECKI

1968 FIRST TEAM
An All-Big Ten selection following his junior
season, Jim Sniadecki went on to earn second
team All-America honors and was an All-Big
Ten pick as a senior in 1968. That season, he
collected 88 tackles, notched two interceptions,
returned one pilfer for a touchdown and also
recovered two fumbles. One year earlier he
garnered 84 tackles (59 solo). A native of South
Bend, Ind., Sniadecki played in the East-West
Shrine Game and the Hula Bow! following his
senior season.

KEN KACZMAREK

1967 THIRD TEAM
The first Indiana linebacker to eamn All-America
recognition, Ken Kaczmarek concluded his senior
season by being named as a third-team selection
and an All-Big Ten pick. Well known for his great
range and excellent speed, Kaczmarek led the
club with 92 tackles as a junior in 1966 and
capped a stellar senior campaign with 118 stops,
including nine tackles for loss, two interceptions,
and one forced fumble.

DOUG CRUSAN
1967 SECOND TEAM
One of four Indiana football All-America
selections in 1967, Doug Crusan became the
first defensive lineman in IU history to be so
recognized when he eared second-team honors.
That same year he helped lead the Hoosiers to
the Big Ten championship and a berth in the
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Rose Bowl. A product of Monessen, Pa., Crusan
began his career playing on the offensive side of
the ball but was switched to defense prior to his
senior season. During his only season playing on
defense, the Hoosier captain totaled 76 tackles
and three fumble recoveries.

JOHN ISENBARGER
1967, 1968 FIRST TEAM

One of only three IU football players to earn first-
team All-America recognition on two different
occasions, Isenbarger was one in a long line of
All-America running backs at Indiana. Isenbarger
burst onto the college scene in 1967 and led
the team in rushing with 579 yards. He topped
that total during his junior campaign and went
on to rush for 1,217 yards and five touchdowns
as a senior. In 1967, Isenbarger was one of
four Indiana University All-America selections
that helped lead the Hoosiers to the Big Ten
championship and a berth in the Rose Bowl.

GARY CASSELLS

1967 FIRST TEAM
Although he started just a few games as a junior
in 1966, this West Hartford, Conn., product burst
onto the scene at guard for the Hoosiers in 1967
and went on to eam first-team All-America and
All-Big Ten recognition following his senior
season. One of four IU football All-America picks
in 1967, the 6-foot-3, 221-pound Cassells helped
Indiana University to a Big Ten championship and
a Rose Bowl! berth

TOM SCHUETTE

1966 FIRST TEAM
A first-team All-America selection at guard by
the American Football Coaches Association
in 1966, this Collinsville, IIl., product earned
letters in both 1965 and 1966. In addition to his
first team honors, Schuette was a second-team
selection by Sport Magazine and an honorable
mention pick by United Press International

DON CROFTCHECK

1964 FIRST TEAM
A product of Allison, Pa., Don Croftcheck was
known for his quickness, strength and intense
competitive desire as an offensive guard at
Indiana University. He played as a reserve as
a sophomore but assumed a starting role one
year later and averaged almost 40 minutes of
playing time while seeing action on both sides
of the ball. He started all nine games as a senior
in 1964 and earned first-team All-America and
All-Big Ten honors while blocking for All-America
fullback Tom Nowatzke

TOM NOWATZKE

1964 FIRST TEAM
Widely considered to be one of the finest players
ever to don an Indiana University football
uniform, Tom Nowatzke earned first-team All-
America honors and All-Big Ten recognition as a
fullback in 1964. As a junior, he was an All-Big
Ten fullback and IU's Most Valuable Player as he
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rushed for a conference-leading 756 yards and
five touchdowns. He rushed for 545 yards and
nine touchdowns as a senior in 1964 and also
caught 16 passes for 172 yards and a score.

MARV WOODSON

1963 FIRST TEAM
Marv Woodson earned first-team honors in
1963 after being named All-Big Ten the previous
season. The Hattiesburg, Miss., product led the
Hoosiers in rushing yardage as a junior with 540
yards and 5 touchdowns. He also led the team
in receiving yardage (15-200-1TD) and in punt
and kickoff returns. In addition to intercepting
two passes on defense, Woodson rushed for 131
yards as a senior.

EARL FAISON

1960 THIRD TEAM
A third-team All-America selection and an All-
Big Ten pick as a senior in 1960, Faison led the
Hoosiers in receiving with seven catches for
154 yards and two touchdowns. The 6-foot-5,
235-pound Faison led the team in scoring as a
junior while tallying 13 catches for 192 yards
and three touchdowns. During his sophomore
season, the Newport News, Va., product scored
a 92-yard touchdown on a blocked field goal
attempt to give the Hoosiers a 6-0 victory over
Michigan State.

TED AUCREMAN
1958 SECOND TEAM

Only a junior at the time, Ted Aucreman won
second-team All-America honors in 1958. The
6-foot, 175-pound end was known as a slashing,
fiery battler and a fine blocker. During his All-
America season of 1958, the Lancaster, Ohio,
product caught four passes for 63 yards and
excelled on defense. In a 6-0 upset win over
Michigan State in 1958, he tallied 12 tackles in
the final quarter of play to help seal the victory.
As a senior, Aucreman caught 13 passes for 260
yards and three touchdowns.

MIKE RABOLD

1958 THIRD TEAM
A third-team All-America selection as a guard in
1958, Mike Rabold led the Hoosiers in minutes
played as a junior and was second in that same
category during his senior season. Following his
career at Indiana, he played in the 1958 Blue-
Gray Game and the 1959 College All-Star Game
and Senior Bowl.

BRAD BOMBA
1956 THIRD TEAM
An Academic All-America selection following
his senior season, Brad Bomba was a three-time
Academic All-Big Ten pick and earned third-team
All-America recognition for his play at end as a
senior in 1956. Widely regarded for combining
vicious blocking, defensive ability and intense
competitive spirit with his offensive talents, the
6-foot-3, 214-pound Bomba caught 31 passes for
407 yards and one touchdown as a senior and
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won the prestigious Balfour Award for bringing
honor and distinction to IU

JOHN CANNADY

1946 SECOND TEAM
A second-team All-America selection as a senior
in 1946, John Cannady helped pave the way
for All-America running back George Taliaferro.
A teammate of back/end Frank Gifford from
1952-54, Cannady was a member of the New
York Giants 1950 squad that finished with a 10-2
record and tied for first place in the American
Conference

BEN RAIMONDI
1946 SECOND TEAM
A second-team All-America selection as a senior
in 1946, Raimondi had helped lead the Hoosiers
to their first Big Ten football championship one
year earlier. In 1945, he threw for 593 yards and
10 touchdowns and one year later he completed
73-0f-135 passes for 971 yards and eight scores.

RUSS DEAL
1945 THIRD TEAM
One of four Indiana University football players to
earn All-America honors in 1945, Russ Deal was
the team captain and played an integral role as
a lineman on the Hoosiers Big Ten Championship
team that season.

George Taliaferro collected
All-America accolades three times.




ALL-AMERICANS

HOWARD BROWN

1945 SECOND TEAM
One of the leaders of Indiana University's 1945
Big Ten championship team, Howard Brown
was an U football captain in 1946 and 1947.
He was recognized as a second-team All-
America selection as a sophomore in 1945, After
playing in the East-West Shrine Game in 1947,
Brown went on to play professionally for the
Detroit Lions from 1948-50. Following his stint
in Detroit, Brown returned to Bloomington to
become an assistant football coach. He coached
at Indiana in 1951 and 1952 and from 1954-75.

GEORGE TALIAFERRO
1948 FIRST TEAM
1945, 1947 SECOND TEAM
One in a long line of outstanding running
backs who have excelled at Indiana University,
George Taliaferro may best be known as the first
African-American to be drafted by a National
Football League team. The only IU football player
to be named to All-America teams following
three different seasons, he received first-team
recognition in 1948 after earning second-team
All-America honors in both 1945 and 1947.

Pete Pihos was named a first-team All-
American in 1943 and 1945.

BOB RAVENSBERG

1945 FIRST TEAM
To the victor goes the spoils and following
Indiana  University's first Big Ten football
championship in 1945, Bob Ravensberg, George
Taliaferro, Howard Brown and Russ Deal all
earned All-America honors. Ravensberg, a first-
team selection, played end for the Hoosiers
and also earned All-Big Ten honors that same
season.

JOHN TAVENER

1944 FIRST TEAM
A four-year letterman and a two-year captain at
1U, John Tavener was named to six different All-
America teams in 1944. An extremely versatile
player, Tavener called the offensive signals as
a center, excelled on defense and kicked extra
points. He earned IU’s MVP honors in 1943 and
1944 and went on to play in postseason all-star
games in 1944, 1945 and 1946.

BOB HOERNSCHEMEYER
1943 FIRST TEAM

Although he played only two seasons of football
for the Hoosiers, Bob Hoernschemeyer set two
NCAA records for freshmen and earned third-
team All-America honors in 1943. That season
he completed 70-0f-155 passes for 1,136 yards
and 13 touchdowns. Also an All-Big Ten pick in
1943, he went on to play professional football for
the Chicago Rockets, Brooklyn Dodgers, Chicago
Hornets and Detroit Lions.

PETE PIHOS

1943, 1945 FIRST TEAM
After earning All-America honors as both
an end and fullback, Pete Pihos became the
second Indiana football player to be enshrined
into the College Football Hall of Fame when he
was inducted in 1966. After helping Indiana set
national records on offense in 1943, he returned
from a stint in the Army to lead the Hoosiers
in scoring during their Big Ten Championship
season of 1945. In 1946, Pihos was named
Indiana’s Most Valuable Player while shattering
previous 1U records for touchdowns, total points
and receptions.

BILL HILLENBRAND

1942 FIRST TEAM

1941 THIRD TEAM
Afifth-place finisher in the 1942 Heisman Trophy
balloting, Bill Hillenbrand led the Hoosiers in
rushing (130-498) and passing (102-50-901-
11TDs) that season on his way to earning first-
team All-America recognition and All-Big Ten
honors. In 1941, he was the club’s leading passer
and earned third-team All-America honors and
was an All-Big Ten pick.

CORBY DAVIS
1937 FIRST TEAM
The first pick overall in the 1938 National
Football League draft, Corby Davis earned first-
team All-America honors and was voted as the
Big Ten's Most Valuable Player by the Chicago
Tribune in 1937. Prior to participating in World
War Il, Davis spent four successful seasons with
the Cleveland Browns before retiring in 1942.

VERN HUFFMAN
1936 SECOND TEAM
A football and basketball standout at Indiana,
Vern Huffman was U's first All-America
quarterback. A second-team  All-America
selection and the Big Ten's Most Valuable Player
in 1936, Huffman is the only player in the history
of IU to earn All-America honors in football
and basketball. IU's Balfour Award winner for
football following his senior season, Huffman
played professional football for the Detroit Lions.

CHUCK BENNETT

1928 SECOND TEAM
The first All-America running back in the history
of Indiana University, Chuck Bennett earned
second-team honors in 1928. A team captain,
Bennett also earned All-Big Ten honors and was
voted his team’s Most Valuable Player following
the 1928 season.

CLARE RANDOLPH

1928 SECOND TEAM
Indiana University’s second football All-America
selection, Clare Randolph earned second-team
honors following the 1928 season. Also an All-
Big Ten pick, he was IU's Most Valuable Player
in 1927, and he played professionally until 1936.

ZORA CLEVENGER

1903 SECOND TEAM
A member of Indiana’s first Big Ten team, Zora
Clevenger played for the Hoosiers from 1900-
03 and earned All-America honors at center. A
three-sport star, Clevenger drew wide-spread
recognition for his speed and leadership. After
retiring from coaching, Clevenger served as
athletic director at Missouri and Kansas State
before returning to Bloomington to work as
Indiana’s athletic director for 23 years.
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ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICANS

HARRY CRIDER

2020 ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICAN
Harry Crider collected first-team Academic All-
America honors and became the program’s first
to be recognized since 2013-14. The three-time
All-Big Ten honoree graduated with a criminal
justice degree in Dec. 2019, and his master's in
criminal justice and public safety in May 2021.
He signed a free-agent deal with the Phila-
delphia Eagles following the 2021 NFL Draft
Crider appeared in 35 games with 12 starts at
left guard and nine at center. A 2020 captain, he
was honorable-mention All-Big Ten, a William V.
Campbell Trophy semifinalist, and honored with
IU's Ted Whereatt “Senior Academic Excellence”
Award and the Chris Dal Sasso Award (Outstand-
ing Lineman).

MARK MURPHY

2013-14 ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICAN

Mark Murphy became the third Hoosier to earn
Academic All-America honors twice and gave
the program an honoree for the third-straight
year. One of 17 National Football Foundation Na-
tional Scholar-Athletes and a finalist for the 2014
William V. Campbell Trophy, Murphy was one of
30 finalists for the Senior CLASS Award and was
a candidate for the Allstate AFCA Good Works
Team® and the Wuerffel Trophy. He earned all-
district and All-Big Ten distinction three times.
Murphy finished his career with 279 tackles, 174
solo, seven for loss, four interceptions, two INT
touchdown returns, one sack, one forced fumble,
one fumble recovery and nine pass breakups.

ADAM REPLOGLE
2012 ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICAN

Adam Replogle was the eighth Hoosier to cap-
ture Academic All-America accolades. A 2012
graduate with criminal justice and psychology
degrees, Replogle was a three-time All-District V
selection and a three-time Academic All-Big Ten
honoree. In 2012, Replogle led the team with five
sacks (tied for eighth in the Big Ten), 13 tackles
for loss (tied for seventh) and two forced fumbles
and finished third with 71 tackles en route to
second-team All-Big Ten honors. He closed
second among conference defensive tackles in
tackles, sacks and TFLs. Replogle started the
final 47 games of his career, a school record, and
played in all 48 games from 2009-12. He ended
his career with 184 tackles, 95 solo, 15 sacks (90
yards), 28.5 tackles for loss (110), three forced
fumbles and one fumble recovery. Replogle’s 15
sacks rank ninth in IU history.

AUSTIN STARR
2007 ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICAN

Adding to his list of postseason recognitions,
Indiana junior kicker Austin Starr was named to
the ESPN The Magazine Academic All-America
First Team in 2007. A 2008 graduate with a biol-
ogy degree, Starr was named Academic All-Big
Ten four times. For his performance on the field,
the Logansport, Ind., native was named a finalist
for the Lou Groza Collegiate Place-Kicker Award,
collected All-Big Ten honors and earned a spot
on the Rivals.com All-Big Ten team. Starr set a
new school record with 21 field goals in 2007,
topping former NFL great Pete Stoyanovich's 17
in 1988. He also extended his school record by
making his 15th attempt in a row in the first half
of the Purdue game.

WILL MEYERS

2005-06 ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICAN
Will Meyers became the second Hoosier (John
Hammerstein) to have earned Academic All-
America recognition twice in their careers. Mey-
ers eamned first team status in both 2005 and
2006 as an accounting major. He was also named
Academic All-Big Ten in each of his final three
seasons. The Chesterfield, Mo., native finished
his career with 278 total tackles, and he made
five of his six career interceptions as a senior.

JOHN HAMMERSTEIN
1994-95 ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICAN
The first of three two-time Academic All-America
selections in the history of the Indiana Univer-
sity football program, John Hammerstein was
so honored following both his junior and senior
campaigns. Also a four-time Academic All-Big
Ten selection, the Wapakoneta, Ohio, product
won four letters as a defensive tackle at IU
and finished his career with 15 tackles for loss
A member of a football family, John's brother,
Mike, was a four-year letterman and All-America
selection at Michigan, his brother, Mark, was
an All-Big Ten pick for the Wolverines and his
brother, Matt, played football at Yale. John ma-

jored in biology.

KEVIN SPEER
1980 ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICAN

Kevin Speer earned Academic All-America
honors as a senior in 1980 after a stellar career
both on and off the playing field. Also a two-time
Academic All-Big Ten pick, Speer played center
for the Hoosiers and helped pave the way for
running back Mike Harkrader's 807 rushing yards
and six touchdowns in 1979. To conclude the
1979 campaign, the 6-foot-4, 240-pound Speer
helped lead the Hoosiers to a 38-37 victory over
Brigham Young in the Holiday Bow!. As a senior,
he blocked for running back Lonnie Johnson and
helped enable him to rush for 1,075 yards and 11
touchdowns. A product of Harrison High School
in Evansville, Ind., Speer ranked first in his high
school graduating class of 560 students. He ma-
jored in business at Indiana.
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GLEN SCOLNIK
1972 ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICAN

As a senior in 1972, Glenn Scolnik won Academic
All-America and Academic All-Big Ten honors af-
ter finishing the season with 53 receptions for
727 yards and six touchdowns. He also received
recognition for his on-the-field performance in
1972, as he was an All-Big Ten selection and IU's
Most Valuable Player. The 6-foot-3, 204-pound
Scolnik was IU's leading receiver through the first
four games of his junior campaign but suffered a
pulled hamstring muscle that caused him to miss
the remainder of the year. He did, however, catch
12 passes for 141 yards that season and pulled
in 14 for 291 yards as a sophomore. A product
of Munster, Ind., he played in the North-South
Game in 1972 and spent the 1973 season as a
wide receiver for the Pittsburgh Steelers. Scolnik
was a liberal arts major at U

HARRY GONSO
1967 ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICAN

One of the finest quarterbacks in the history of In-
diana University, Harry Gonso was an Academic
All-America selection as a sophomore in 1967
and earned Academic All-Big Ten honors follow-
ing his junior and senior campaigns. A product
of Findlay, Ohio, Gonso was the Most Valuable
Player on the IU squad that played Southern Cali-
fornia in the Rose Bow! following the 1967 sea-
son. That year, he completed 67-of-143 passes
for 931 yards and nine touchdowns and was an
All-Big Ten selection. Despite missing the better
portion of two games as a junior, he still finished
the year with 1,109 passing yards and 12 touch-
downs and won team MVP honors for the second
consecutive season. The 5-foot-11, 187-pound
Gonso finished his career by throwing for 1,336
yards and 11 touchdowns as a senior. Gonso was
a pre-law major at Indiana

BRAD BOMBA
1956 ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICAN
Indiana’s first Academic-All-America selection
in football, Brad Bomba earned such honors
following his senior season. A three-time Aca-
demic All-Big Ten pick, he earned third-team
All-America recognition for his play at end as a
senior in 1956. Widely regarded for combining
vicious blocking, defensive ability, and intense
competitive spirit with his offensive talents, the
6-foot-3, 214-pound Bomba caught 31 passes for
407 yards and one touchdown as a senior and
won the prestigious Balfour Award for bringing
honor and distinction to Indiana University in the
sport of football. As a sophomore, the Chicago
native caught 11 passes for 221 yards. As a ju-
nior, he followed up his first campaign by catch-
ing 13 passes for 171 yards and two touchdowns.
