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SETTING THE SCENE
• No. 10-seed Indiana will head north to face No. 7-seed Notre Dame on Friday at 8:00 p.m. ET in Notre Dame Stadium on ABC/ESPN in the First 
Round of the College Football Playoff.
• ESPN's College GameDay will originate from South Bend for a special Friday night edition of the network's flagship pregame show.
• It will be the 30th all-time meeting between the two programs and the first since 1991 when Notre Dame won 49-27 in South Bend.
• Notre Dame leads the all-time series, 23-5-1. Indiana is seeking its first win in the series since 1950 and first in South Bend since 1906.

NEWS & NOTES
• Indiana enters the game with a program-best 11-1 record after finishing the regular season with a 66-0 win over Purdue (11/30) in Week 14.
• The 66-point margin of victory is the largest against an FBS opponent in program history and marked its fifth 30-point win, of 2024 to equal the 
program record set by the 1917 edition.
• The 583 yards of total offense against the Boilermakers mark the most in a Big Ten game since 2016 against Maryland (650).
• Indiana's defense held Purdue to 67 yards of total offense which marks the fewest yards of total offense allowed since at least 1958.
• The Hoosier defense forced five turnovers in the game to mark the second game this season with five-plus turnovers forced. It is the first time since 1988 
that IU forced five-plus turnovers in multiple games in a season. That year, IU forced Ohio State (5) and Purdue (6) into the total.
• With just five first downs allowed, Indiana's defense tied for the fewest in a game since at least 1958. It also allowed five first downs against 
Eastern Illinois (2019) and Minnesota (1958).
• Curt Cignetti's fantastic first season has earned him National Coach of the Year and three Big Ten Coach of the Year honors (Home Depot National 
Coach of the Year, Hayes-Schembechler Coach of the Year, Dave McClain Coach of the Year and Associated Press Coach of the Year). MORE ON PAGE 5 & 19
• There were a handful of Hoosiers that earned All-Big Ten Postseason honors. Aiden Fisher, Mikail Kamara and D'Angelo Ponds each earned All-Big Ten 
first team (coaches, media and AP).

Cignetti is the eighth Indiana head coach to start his head coaching tenure with a 
2-0 record. He joins Osgood & Wren (1895), James Horne (1898), James M. Sheldon 
(1905), Harlan O. (Pat) Page (1926), Clyde B. Smith (1948), Terry Hoeppner (2005), 
Bill Lynch (2007).

With the win against UCLA (Sep. 14) in Week 3, Indiana started a season 3-0 for 
the 20th time in program history. IU also started four other seasons (1897, 1898, 1945, 
1988) without a loss in its first three games (2-0-1).

Cignetti became the fourth Indiana head coach to start his head coaching tenure 
with a 3-0 record. James M. Sheldon (1905), Terry Hoeppner (2005) and Bill Lynch 
(2007). James Horne (1898) didn't lose in his first three games as an IU head coach 
with a 2-0-1 mark in 1898.

Cignetti is the second Indiana first-year head coach to win both his opening game 
and Big Ten opening game. Clyde B. Smith (1948) defeated Wisconsin in the season 
opener. He is just the third IU head coach to win his initial Big Ten game, joining Smith 
and William A. Ingram (Northwestern, 1923).

With Indiana's win over Charlotte (Sep. 21) in Week 4, started a season 4-0 for the 
eighth time in program history. The last 4-0 start came in 2020, with others in 2015, 
1990, 1986, 1985, 1967 and 1910. 

Cignetti is the only Indiana head coach to start his head coaching tenure with a 4, 
5, 6,  7, 8, 9 and 10-0 record. It was Indiana's first 10-0 start in program history and set 
the program record for most wins in a season. 

With his eleventh win in 2024, Cignetti extended his program record for wins by 
a first-year head coach.

His 8-1 Big Ten mark and 7-0 conference start and set the record for most B1G wins 
in a single season in program history and best start to a conference slate. IU won six 
conference games in 1967, 1987, 2020. 

Cignetti's first year success has earned him three different Coach of the Year 
honors: Hayes-Schembechler Big Ten Coach of the Year, Dave McClain Coach of the Year 
and Associated Press Big Ten Coach of the Year.

NUMBERS DON'T LIE
Head coach Curt Cignetti brings a winning pedigree to Bloomington, sporting a 

130-36 career record in 14 years as a head coach. 
His stout record stands for an .833 winning percentage in FBS games, the fifth-best

There are only 19 coordinators in the FBS younger than 35-years-old and Indiana is 
the only program to claim multiple on their staff (Mike Shanahan, 34; Tino Sunseri, 
35). 

The two mark 20% of the 35-and-under Power 4 coordinators. The only other 
coordinator who is 35 or younger in the Big Ten is Will Stein from Oregon. Research by 
Kennesaw State athletic communications.

PRODUCTION OVER POTENTIAL
Since Indiana head coach Curt Cignetti took over the head coaching position in 

December 2023, he worked to retool the roster to its maximum capability for 2024.
Even with the transfer portal as active as ever, Cignetti was selective in who he 

brought to Bloomington, preaching one message multiple times in pursuit of finding 
the best fits for the Indiana program and his philosophy: "Production over Potential."

Cignetti sought out players who had valuable experience and proved they could 
contribute, no matter what level of college football they have played at.

Cignetti stuck true to his word with 21 of his 27 transfers having three-or-more 
years of experience playing college football.

Of that group, 13 have earned all-conference or all-conference honorable mention 
at their previous institutions: Shawn Asbury II, James Carpenter, Mile Cross, 
Justice Ellison, Zach Horton, Terry Jones Jr., Mikail Kamara, Nick Kidwell, 
Myles Price, Kurtis Rourke, Tyler Stephens, Jailin Walker and CJ West.

WESTWARD EXPANSION & A ROSE BOWL RETURN
In a historic move, the Big Ten Conference officially welcomed four new members 

to the conference this summer in Oregon, UCLA, USC and Washington. The four west 
coast institutions joined the conference from the Pac-12 following the conclusion of 
the 2023-24 academic year.

UCLA and USC came to an agreement to join the conference after discussions in 
July 2022, while Oregon and Washington did so in August 2023 to set up the 18-team, 
coast-to-coast conference.

Another change to the conference was the end of divisions in football to open up 
scheduling flexibility and new possibilities for the Big Ten title game.

In the first season of the sweeping change, the Hoosiers faced two of the 
newcomers as it defeated UCLA, 42-13, in Week 3, and topped Washington, 31-17, 
in Week 9.

The trip to UCLA was a historic one as Curt Cignetti won his first Big Ten 
Conference game as Indiana's head coach. The 29-point margin of victory was the 
largest of any Indiana Big Ten road win since defeating Wisconsin, 63-32, in 2001.

It was the first trip to the Rose Bowl for the Indiana program since the 1968 Rose 
Bowl against USC in the Granddaddy of them All. The Hoosiers earned the bid to the 
game after going 9-2 on the season with a 6-1 conference mark.

Indiana's win over Washington marked the second time in program history that 
the Hoosiers had an 8-0 start to a season and 5-0 start in Big Ten play (1967).

Among the things that Indiana has been able to accomplish in 2024, a growing 
attendance at Memorial Stadium has been one of the more impressive feats. 

Indiana had sold out just four total games since the start of the 2016 season (2 in 
2017, 2 in 2021), but in 2024 the Hoosiers sold out each of its last four home games. 
It is just the fifth time in the history of the stadium that IU has multiple sellouts in a 
season and its four sold-out crowds are the second-most in program history (5; 1969).

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ONE-SCORE SQUAD
Indiana head coach Curt Cignetti has compiled an impressive 130-36 record across 

his 14 years as a head coach, including stops at Indiana University of Pennsylvania 
(2011-16), Elon (2017-18) and James Madison (2019-23) prior to coming to 
Bloomington.

No matter if he was coaching in the Division II ranks, the FCS level or in the FBS, 
winning close games is a difference-making part of Cignetti's success with a 27-18 
record in games decided by one score. 

After going 6-9 in one-score games at IUP, Cignetti had a combined 20-9 record in 
one-score contests from 2017-23. He went 10-2 in such games at Elon and 10-7 while 
at James Madison. He is 1-0 in one-score games at Indiana, most recently defeating 
Michigan, 20-15, in Week 11.

In Cignetti's 13 seasons as a head coach, he has never had a losing season.

FRESH FACES 
With the overhaul of the roster, Indiana has very few returners from the 2023 

season and plenty of new names who joined the team from either the transfer portal 
or high school.

In a list compiled by Troy University's athletic communications office, Indiana 
was tied for the fifth-fewest returning players in the FBS along with the third-fewest 
returning scholarship players.

ONE FOR THE RECORD BOOKS
Indiana's 77-3 win over Western Illinois (9/6) was truly historic for the Hoosier 

Football program as multiple records were broken in the dominant victory.
The 77 points scored are a program record and just the fifth time IU has scored 70 

points in a game in program history. The previous mark was 76 points versus Franklin 
College in 1901.

Since the touchdown became a six-point score in 1912, a program-record 10 
different players scored touchdowns in the game. The previous record came in 1944 
against Fort Knox. The touchdown became a six-point score in 1912.

Indiana's 42 first-half points are the most in a half since a 45-point half in 2013 
against Indiana State (8/29).

The Hoosiers rushed for 335 yards and passed for 378 yards to mark the first time 
since 2015 against Purdue (11/28) the team topped 300 yards rushing and passing in 
the same game.

Indiana had seven rushing touchdowns which tied for the most in program history 
(since legal forward pass in 1906). Indiana has achieved this feat three other times 
(Wisconsin, 2001; Kentucky, 1994; Nebraska, 1944).

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FRIDAY NIGHT LIGHTS
For the third straight year, Indiana played on a Friday night when it defeated 

Western Illinois, 77-3, on Friday, September 6, in Memorial Stadium. It was  the second 
year in a row that the team hosted a Friday game during Week 2.

The Hoosiers carry a three-game winning streak on Friday nights into their first 
round matchup in the College Football Playoff at Notre Dame on Friday, December 20. 

The first Friday night game at Memorial Stadium came in 1995 in a battle for the 
Old Oaken Bucket and was the only Friday night game on IU's campus until 2022 versus 
Illinois.

NEW-LOOK SCHEDULE 
With a fresh slate of non-conference opponents and no Big Ten divisions to determine 

conference opponents, Indiana sports one of the more unique schedules in some time.
Seven of the 12 regular season opponents offered a fresh perspective to the 2024 

slate, whether it be the first time playing against one another in years, a first ever 
match-up between the programs or the first time playing in a location in some time.

Indiana's week one match-up against FIU was the first time the two programs met 
since 2018.

From Week 2-4 Indiana faced off against programs it had never played before in its 
history: Western Illinois, UCLA and Charlotte.

The Week 6 game at Northwestern was Indiana's first trip to Evanston since 2016, 
and in Week 8, Indiana played Nebraska in Bloomington for the first time since 2016 
and only the second time since 1978.

The Week 9 game against Washington marked the first meeting between the two 
programs since 2003.

STAFF UPDATE
New Indiana head coach Curt Cignetti almost completely overhauled the program's 

coaching staff as nine of the ten countable on-field assistant coaches for IU are new.
Offensive line coach/run game coordinator Bob Bostad is the lone holdover from 

the 2023 staff as he enters his second season in Bloomington.
Six of Cignetti's assistants came with him from James Madison, including: 

defensive coordinator/linebackers Bryant Haines, offensive coordinator/wide 
receivers Mike Shanahan, special teams coordinator/tight ends Grant Cain, 
defensive tackles Pat Kuntz running backs John Miller and quarterbacks/co-
offensive coordinator Tino Sunseri.

FOLLOWING CIGNETTI
Indiana was active in the transfer portal throughout Coach Cignetti's first 

offseason in Bloomington.
Part of his work in attracting new players to the program was bringing in some 

key pieces from his success at James Madison, where he led the Dukes to a 52-9 record 
from 2019-23.

TWO HOOSIERS ON COLLEGE FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME BALLOT
A pair of Indiana All-Americans in running back Vaughn Dunbar (1990-91) 

and quarterback Antwaan Randle El (1998-2001) are on the ballot for the College 
Football Hall of Fame in 2024.

Randle El earned All-Big Ten distinction in 1999, 2000 and 2001, and was named 
Big Ten Freshman of the Year in 1998. The Big Ten MVP, and first-team All-American in 
2001, Randle El finished sixth in the Heisman Trophy balloting that season.

The Riverdale, Illinois, native was the first in NCAA history to score 40 career 
touchdowns (45) and throw 40 career touchdown passes (42). He was also the first to 
record over 2,500 total yards in four seasons, and the first to both pass for over 6,000 
and rush for over 3,000 career yards.

Dunbar was a first-team All-B1G pick and unanimous first-team All-American in 
1991 when he led the nation in rushing (1,805) and finished sixth in Heisman voting. 

The Fort Wayne, Indiana, native posted consecutive 1,000-yard seasons and 
finished his career No. 3 on the career rushing charts at IU with 3,029 yards, a total that 
currently sits No. 7 all-time in program history. He led IU to a pair of bowl appearances 
and a win in the 1991 Copper Bowl as the game's offensive MVP. 

Six Indiana football student-athletes are already among the less than one percent 
enshrined in the CFB Hall of Fame: Zora Clevenger (HB; 190--3), Alvin "Bo" McMillin 
(Coach; 1934-47), Pete Pihos (End/FB' 1942-43, 45-47), George Taliaferro (HB; 
1945, 47-48), Anthony Thompson (RB; 1986-89) and John Tavener (1941-44).

FISCHER AMONG ICONIC VOICES IN COLLEGE FOOTBALL
In his 52nd season with the Indiana football program, the legendary voice of the 

Hoosiers, Don Fischer, is among the longest tenured play-by-play voices in the sport.
The 2022 recipient of the National Football Foundation and College Hall of Fame's Chris 

Schenkel Award and IU Hall of Fame Class of 2022, Fischer is the longest tenured radio play-
by-play announcer in college football, tied with Tommy Suggs of South Carolina.

•	 In his return from injury, Rourke went 19-for-29 passing with 263 yards 
and four touchdowns in Week 10 at Michigan State (11/2).

•	 Rourke missed Week 9 against Washington (10/26) as he was sidelined 
with a thumb injury that occurred in the Nebraska game.

•	 In Week 8 against Nebraska (10/19), Rourke went 17-for-21 with 189 
yards passing and a touchdown before being sidelined with a thumb 
injury in the second half. 

•	 Rourke was named Big Ten Co-Offensive Player of the Week after Week 6 
at Northwestern (10/5). He had a 25-of-33 passsing day with 380 yards 
and three touchdowns. It was his 12th career game throwing for three 
touchdowns and third as a Hoosier.

•	 Set the program record for Big Ten games with 3-or-more Touchdown passes 
with five in 2024. Nate Sudfeld had four such games in 2015.

•	 In Week 5 against Maryland (9/28), Rourke threw for 359 yards on 22-on-
33 passing with three touchdowns. 

•	 Rourke had a 16-for-20 passing day with 258 yards and both a passing and 
rushing touchdown in Week 4 against Charlotte (9/21). It was his eighth 
career game with both a passing and rushing score.

•	 Rourke earned Big Ten Offensive Player of the Week after 307 yards 
passing and four touchdowns in Week 3 at UCLA (9/14) to lead Indiana to 
its first Big Ten-opening win since 2020. 

•	 He was the first IU B1G Offensive Player of the Week since Stevie Scott III 
against Maryland in 2020 and the first Indiana quarterback to earn the 
award since Nate Sudfeld in 2015 against Purdue.

•	 In the UCLA win, he posted his first game at IU with three-or-more 
touchdown passes. He was the first Hoosier to throw four or more 
touchdown passes since Michael Penix Jr. had five at No. 3 Ohio State 
(11/21) in 2020.

•	 Rourke was the No. 6-ranked quarterback in the FBS per Pro Football 
Focus (PFF) with a 91.4 rating in Week 2 against Western Illinois (9/6). 
The veteran logged a 15-for-17 passing day with 268 yards, two passing 
touchdowns and one rushing touchdown. 

•	 Tied for No. 2 on the IU single-game completion percentage charts at .882 
(15-of-17). Matt LoVecchia also completed 15-of-17 passes at Illinois 
(11/6) in 2004. In Week 4 against Charlotte (9/21), Rourke's completion 
percentage was at .800 which tied him at No. 6 on the chart.

•	 In his Indiana debut in Week 1 against FIU (8/31), Rourke went 15-for-24 
passing with 180 yards and one touchdown. His 9-yard passing touchdown 
to Zach Horton was the first score of the Hoosiers' 2024 season.

•	 Rourke has amassed 11,281 career yards of total offense and accounted for 
90 touchdowns. He has completed 840-of-1,250 of his passes for 10,418 
passing yards and 77 touchdowns. Additionally, he has run for 803 career 
yards and 13 rushing scores while also catching three passes for 62 yards.

•	 In 2022, he started 11 games before missing the final two due to injury. 
Rourke piled up 3,256 passing yards and 25 touchdowns while rushing for 
249 yards and four more scores to earn first-team MAC honors and MAC 
Offensive Player of the Year distinction.

•	 In 2023, Rourke led the team in yards passing (2,207), completions (195) and 
touchdown passes (11) to earn second-team All-Mid-American Conference 
in 2023. He was also tied for No. 2 on the team in rushing touchdowns (4) 
and finished No. 3 on the team in yards rushing (219) and carries (67).

•	 Rourke's brother, Nathan, recently signed with the CFL's B.C. Lions for $600,000 
a year, making him the league's highest-paid player. He last played for the Lions 
in 2022, when he won the CFL's Most Outstanding Canadian award.

•	 Like many of the position groups for the 2024 Indiana football team, the 
quarterbacks room presented almost an entirely new look in 2024.

•	 Quarterbacks coach/co-offensive coordinator Tino Sunseri will coach his unit 
through the playoffs before taking the offensive coordinator post at UCLA.

•	 Sunseri was previously at James Madison (2021-23) where he tutored 
three quarterbacks who earned conference player of the year honors.

•	 Prior to JMU, Sunseri was a quality control assistant at Florida State (2016-
17) and Tennessee (2018) and a graduate assistant for Alabama (2019-20).

•	 He was a standout at Pitt where he finished second all-time in total 
offense (8,591) and third in passing yards (8,590). 

•	 Indiana's most experienced quarterback, Kurtis Rourke, earned the 
starting nod in fall camp after spending five seasons at Ohio (2019-23). 
He has appeared in 47 games with 45 starts under center throughout his 
career, and his teams are 31-14 in those starts.

•	 Rourke is the first Big Ten quarterback with at least 250 yards passing and 
three passing touchdowns in his first three career road starts. He is just the 
second B1G signal caller with at least three touchdown tosses in his first 
three career road games (Justin Fields, Ohio State).

•	 He was named Big Ten Co-Offensive Player of the Week when he tied a 
program-best six touchdown passes with 349 yards on a 23-of-31 of 
passing day in Week 14 against Purdue (11/30). Six touchdown passes 
tie Bob Hoernschmeyer (at Nebraska; 1943) and Tre Roberson (Purdue; 
2013) atop the program's single-game list.

•	 The All-Big Ten second team honoree's 349 passing yards ranks him at No. 
7 in the top passing performances in Bucket Game history and second best 
from a Hoosier.

•	 That also moved his season total to four 300-yard passing games which 
ranks No. 3 on IU's single season charts. He trails Ben Chappell (6; 2010) 
& Nate Sudfeld (7; 2015). His total also moves him to eight 200-yard 
passing games which is tied for No. 5 on IU's single-season list.

•	 Redshirt sophomore Tayven Jackson rushed for a 4-yard touchdown in 
Week 14 against Purdue (11/30).

•	 He made his first start of 2024 in Week 9 against Washington (10/26) due 
to Rourke's injury.  He threw and rushed for a touchdown to help lead the 
Hoosiers to a 31-17 win.

•	 He entered in the second half against Nebraska and went 7-for-8 passing 
with 91 yards and two touchdowns in relief after Rourke's injury.

•	 In Week 2 against Western Illinois (9/6), Jackson went 3-for-3 passing 
with 104 yards and a 69-yard touchdown to Omar Cooper Jr. in the third 
quarter. 

•	 Jackson split starts in 2023, appearing in six games with five starts. He 
made his Indiana debut against No. 3/4 Ohio State (9/2) in Week 1 and 
made his first start against Indiana State (9/8) in Week 2.

•	 Against the Sycamores in Week 2, Jackson went 18-for-21 passing with 
236 passing yards. He scored his first touchdown as a Hoosier on a 10-yard 
rush in the first quarter. He also led five of the team's seven scoring drives, 
gained 245 yards of total offense and was the highest graded quarterback 
in the Big Ten per Pro Football Focus (93.2).

•	 His 18-of-21 passing performance finished ranked No. 4 on the Indiana 
single-game completion percentage list at .857 just behind Peyton 
Ramsey (13-of-14 vs. Eastern Illinois; 2019), LoVecchio (15-of-17 at 
Illinois; 2004) and Rourke (15-of-17 vs. Western Illinois; 2024).In the 
next week against Louisville in Indianapolis (9/16), Jackson tossed his 
first career touchdown pass on a 30-yard completion in the third quarter. 

•	 In his return to Lucas Oil Stadium, where he won a pair of state titles, 
Jackson nearly led a second-half comeback. He completed 24-of-34 
passes for 299 yards with his first career touchdown pass as IU scored 14 
unanswered points in the second half and was stopped at the 1-yard line 
that would have tied the game in the fourth quarter. 

•	 He also engineered a 97-yard scoring drive in that quarter, the longest for 
an IU offense since 2019 versus Rutgers.

•	 Jackson began his career at Tennessee (2022) where he played sparingly 
in three games of his redshirt season.

•	 Jackson's brother, Trayce Jackson-Davis, was a consensus first-team 
All-American for the Indiana men's basketball program in 2022-23 and 
finished as the career record holder in rebounds (1,143) and blocked shots 
(270). He finished No. 3 all-time at IU in scoring (2,258 points) and is one 
of five players in Big Ten history with 2,000 points and 1,000 rebounds 
in a career.

•	 At the prep level, Jackson led Center Grove High School to back-to-back 
undefeated IHSAA Class 6A state championships and 28-straight wins.

•	 Both of Indiana's true freshmen quarterbacks debuted in Week 2, as Tyler 
Cherry and Alberto Mendoza appeared against Western Illinois (9/6).

•	 Mendoza completed his only pass attempt to Brady Simmons for a 
6-yard gain in the fourth quarter. Cherry engineered a scoring drive in 
his lone series.

•	 Cherry was tabbed a four-star prospect by 247Sports, Rivals and On3. He 
was rated the No. 105 overall prospect nationally by On3 and was a top-25 
quarterback prospect nationally per 247Sports (No. 22), Rivals (No. 18) 
and On3 (No. 6).

•	 Cherry coming to Indiana marked a reunion with Jackson as the two 
attended Center Grove together for two years and won two state 
championships. Cherry then won a state championship of his own in 2022 
and went 23-4 in his two years as the starter.Mendoza threw for 4,596 
yards passing and 57 touchdowns in his career and was considered a 
consensus three-star prospect by ESPN, 247Sports, Rivals and On3.

•	 Mendoza enjoyed a standout career at the prep level, going 26-2 at 
Christopher Columbus High School in Miami, Florida. He was twice named 
the Class 4 Metro Florida Player of the Year.

•	 His brother, Fernando was the starting quarterback at Cal the past two 
seasons and helped the Golden Bears reach back-to-back bowl games in 
2023 and 2024.

•	 In addition to serving as the team's special teams coordinator, Grant Cain 
is in his first year coaching Indiana's tight ends unit. This is Cain's sixth year 
coaching tight ends after tutoring the position group at James Madison 
from 2019-23. 

•	 Senior Zach Horton joined Cain in the move from Harrisonburg to 
Bloomington. 

•	 He caught his fourth touchdown of the season in Week 14 against Purdue 
(11/3) when he caught a 5-yard score in the third quarter to make it a 
45-0 game.

•	 Horton's 17-yard touchdown reception in the second quarter in Week 10 
at Michigan State (11/2) got the Hoosiers on the board after trailing 10-0 
and started a string of 47-unanswered points, which is believed to be a 
program record.

•	 In Week 6 at Northwestern (10/5), Horton sealed the win when he put 
Indiana up 41-24 on a 4-yard touchdown reception.

•	  He caught the first touchdown of Indiana's 2024 season in Week 1 against 
FIU (8/31) on a 9-yard reception from Kurtis Rourke in the first quarter.

•	 Horton appeared in 23 games with 18 starts over his three seasons (2021-
23) at James Madison. He started all 13 games in his breakout junior 
season and has 24-straight starts for Cignetti.

•	 He boasts 11 career touchdown receptions, including six scores in 2023 
which ranked No. 5 nationally among tight ends for that season.

•	 Redshirt junior James Bomba is an Indiana legacy, as his father, Matt 
Bomba (1990-92), and grandfathers, Brad Bomba (1954-56) and Bob 
Van Pelt (1964-66), all lettered in football at IU. His mother, Kelly, is an 
executive associate athletic director for the Hoosiers.

•	 In his 19th career game played, Bomba caught his first career touchdown 
pass in Week 12 versus Michigan State. He grabbed a 3-yard pass in the 
third quarter.

•	 Bomba went to Bloomington South High School and was a two-time 
all-state pick who joined the team as a walk-on in 2021 and earned a 
scholarship in 2022 and made his first career start at Ohio State in Week 
10 in 2022.

•	 Redshirt freshman Sam West looks to provide depth in the tight end 
room after making two appearances in 2023 on special teams.

•	 In Week 4 against Charlotte (9/21), West made his first career reception on 
a 37-yard connection with Kurtis Rourke in the second quarter.

•	 The Greensburg, Indiana native was considered a top-30-ranked tight end 
in the country by ESPN (No. 26) and On3 (No. 28). He played quarterback 
in his final two prep seasons, finishing his high school career with 3,500 
yards of total offense.

•	 Redshirt senior Trey Walker joined the program after a successful walk-
on tryout performance in 2019 and was added to scholarship prior to the 
2023 season.

•	 The first touchdown catch of his career came versus Michigan State 
(11/18) in 2023. He hauled in an 8-yard pass for a fourth-quarter score 
that gave IU a 21-17 lead at the time.

•	 The three-year hockey letterwinner at New Trier High School in Illinois, 
Walker had not played football in high school. He has appeared in 28 
career games for the Hoosiers.

•	 Redshirt sophomore Brody Foley was a top-30 tight end nationally out 
of Anderson (Ohio) High School and made his collegiate debut on special 
teams against No. 3/4 Ohio State (9/2) in the 2023 season opener.
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RUNNING BACKS

•	 In the Week 2 win over Western Illinois (9/6) Indiana had seven rushing 
touchdowns which tied for the most in program history (since legal 
forward pass in 1906). Indiana has achieved this feat three other times 
(Wisconsin, 2001; Kentucky, 1994; Nebraska, 1944). 

•	Justice Ellison (10) and Ty Son Lawton (11) become the first set of 
Indiana running backs to reach 10-plus rushing touchdowns in the same 
season when each scored in in Week 14 against Purdue (11/30). They are 
the third IU duo to reach the mark, with the previous two including a 
quarterback (1991, 2000).

•	 Lawton, a seventh-year senior has made an instant impact since coming to 
Indiana. Lawton has logged a touchdown in nine of 12 games this season.

•	 He charted his eighth career multi-touchdown game in Week 13 at 
Ohio State (11/23) with two rushing scores. He has at least one multi-
touchdown game at all three schools which he has attended (Stony Brook, 
2019-22; James Madison, 2023; Indiana, 2024).

•	 Lawton ran for two touchdowns in Week 4 against Charlotte (9/21).

•	 In Week 1 against FIU (8/31), he rushed for 74 yards and cashed in on two 
touchdowns in his Hoosier debut.

•	 In his lone season at JMU (2023), Lawton finished No. 2 on the team in 
yards rushing (568), carries (126) and rushing touchdowns (5). He also 
added 19 receptions for 174 yards and one receiving touchdown.

•	 In an in-state road win at Virginia (9/9), Lawton rushed for two scores and 
79 yards on eight carries. He had a 4-yard touchdown in the third quarter 
and a 27-yard score in the fourth quarter.

•	 At Stony Brook (2018-22), Lawton appeared in 27 games with 21 starts. 
In 2021, Lawton started all 11 games and earned first-team All-Colonial 
Athletic Association honors with 1,088 rushing yards.

•	 Ellison is another highly experienced back, he spent four years at Wake 
Forest (2020-23) prior to joining Indiana. Ellison has made 54 career 
appearances and 25 starts.

•	 Ellison had 123 rushing yards and a touchdown in Week 9 against 
Washington (10/26). It was Ellison's fifth career game with 100-plus 
rushing yards and third as a Hoosier.

•	 He is the first IU running back since 2019 with back-to-back 100-yard 
rushing games since Stevie Scott III.

•	 His rushing score against Washington marked seven consecutive weeks 
with a touchdown. It is the longest streak since Tevin Coleman scored 
in nine straight games in 2013, which was part of a 15-game streak that 
spanned the 2013-14 seasons.

•	 In Week 8 against Nebraska (10/19), Ellison made his first start as a 
Hoosier and went for 105 rushing yards with two touchdowns on nine 
carries. It was his third career multi-touchdown game and second at IU.

•	 In Week 2 against Western Illinois (9/6), Ellison tallied 117 rushing yards 
and two touchdowns. 

•	 At Wake Forest, he rushed for 1,909 yards on 427 carries with 15 
touchdowns along with 24 receptions for 163 yards and one receiving 
score. During his time with the Demon Deacons he was a part of the 2021 
ACC championship team.

•	 As a junior in 2022, Ellison ran for 707 yards and finished No. 2 on the team in 
rushing touchdowns (6). He had a season-high 114 yards and a touchdown 
at No. 23 Florida State (10/1) on his way to third-team All-ACC honors. 

•	Kaelon Black scored his first touchdown as a Hoosier on a 21-yard rush to 
the end zone in the third quarter in Week 4 against Charlotte (9/21).

•	 He was a versatile back for JMU, logging 27 career appearances with 16 
starts in his four years in Harrisonburg. He totaled 1,869 all-purpose yards, 
rushed for 1,305 yards with five rushing touchdowns and caught 44 passes 
for 486 yards and six receiving touchdowns.

•	 In 2023, Black made 12 starts and appeared in all 13 games, he logged 
637 rushing yards with one touchdown and 254 receiving yards and 
four touchdown receptions. He had one 100-yard rushing game and two 
games where he eclipsed 100 all-purpose yards in 2023. 

•	 The last of Indiana's James Madison transfers is Solomon Vanhorse. In 
six seasons at James Madison (2018-23), he appeared in 37 career games 
with nine starts. 

•	Khobie Martin was one of six true freshmen to make their collegiate 
debut in Week 2 against Western Illinois (9/6). Martin made the most of 
his debut, logging eight carries for 31 yards.

•	John Miller is in his first season coaching the Indiana running backs in 
2024 after three years of coaching the same position at James Madison 
(2021-23) with three running backs following in Ty Son Lawton, Kaelon 
Black and Solomon Vanhorse.

•	 Only 28 years old, Miller was named to 247Sports' "30Under30" list of the 
top young assistant coaches in the country. 

•	 While Miller was new to Indiana's running back room, so were most of his 
pupils. Indiana did not return a single scholarship running back from 2023.

•	 What Indiana lacked in continuity of program experience in the room, it 
more than made up for in-game experience. Of its transfer backs, all four 
entered  with at least four years of college football with three of them 
using their extra season granted due to the COVID-19 pandemic. 

•	 Indiana's 37 rushing touchdowns are tied for the most in a single season in 
program history with the 1988 team. Indiana has multiple rushing scores 
in 11 of 12 games in 2024.

•	 Indiana scored five rushing touchdowns in Week 8 against Nebraska 
(10/19). That marked only the third season since 1996 that Indiana has 
had three or more games with five-plus rushing scores (2001, 2000).

•	 In Week 4 against Charlotte (9/21), Indiana had six rushing touchdowns. 
It was the first time since at least 1996 that IU has had six or more rushing 
touchdowns in multiple games in a single season.

•	 In his first year as Indiana's offensive coordinator and wide receivers coach, 
Mike Shanahan, has perhaps the deepest position room on the Indiana 
roster.

•	 Shanahan inherited three returning Indiana receivers who have made starts 
for the Hoosiers along with four impact transfers.

•	 Shanahan brought a highly talented pass catcher in Elijah Sarratt with him 
from James Madison where he caught a pass in each of James Madison's 13 
games and touchdowns in six contests, to earn first-team All-Sun Belt.

•	 The All-Big Ten third team honoree moved his consceutive games with a catch 
streak to 37-straight games with an 11-yard reception in Week 14 against 
Purdue (11/30).

•	 He recorded the highest receiving total in the Bucket Games by a Hoosier with 165 
yards, which ranks No. 2 in the rivalry game's all-time list. Passed James Hardy's 
record of 151 yards in 2006. Sarratt also had two receiving touchdowns.

•	 The 165 yards moved his season total to 890 receiving yards, which ranks No. 12 in 
IU history. Passed nine Hoosiers on the single-season charts in the game.

•	 With two receiving touchdowns against the Boilers, he moved into a tie 
for No. 10 in the IU single-season charts with eight, equaling Rob Turner 
(1988) and Simmie Cobbs Jr. (2017).

•	 He had his first multi-touchdown game as a Hoosier when he caught two 
touchdowns at Michigan State (11/2).

•	 In Week 6 at Northwestern (10/5), Sarratt recorded seven catches for a 
135-yard day for his 10th career 100-yard game.

•	 From Weeks 5-6, Sarratt recorded back-to-back weeks with 100-plus 
yards receiving (Maryland, 128; at Northwestern, 135). He also caught a 
touchdown against the Terrapins.

•	 In Week 2 against Western Illinois (9/6), he finished with six catches for 
137 yards and a career-long 71-yard touchdown reception.

•	 After starting his tenure at JMU on the third unit, Sarratt enjoyed a 
breakout sophomore season in 2023. 

•	 He finished among the top-35 FBS pass catchers in yards receiving (No. 
11; 1,191), touchdowns (No. 32; 8) and receptions (No. 22; 82). Prior to 
JMU, Sarratt played at Saint Francis (Pa.) in 2022. He was tabbed as a FCS 
Freshman All-America and first-team All-Northeast Conference.

•	 Another accomplished transfer, Myles Price, spent four years at Texas 
Tech (2020-23) prior to joining the Hoosiers.

•	 In Week 9 against Washington (10/26), Price had a career-long 65-yard 
punt return in the fourth quarter to set up a 2-yard Tayven Jackson 
touchdown run and put Indiana up 31-14.

•	 Price caught his first receiving touchdown as a Hoosier on a 7-yard 
connection with Kurtis Rourke in Week 8 against Nebraska (10/19).

•	 He scored his first touchdown at IU on a 1-yard rush in the second quarter 
against Maryland. It was his first rushing touchdown since 2021 while at 
Texas Tech.

•	 He has amassed 3,073 all-purpose yards with 2,161 receiving yards, 575 
punt return yards, 268 yards rushing, and 59 kickoff return yards. He owns 
192 receptions, 12 touchdown catches and three rushing scores in his career.

•	 Price has also served as the primary punt returner at Indiana and ranks No. 6 
on the single-season punt return yardage list (289).

•	 He was an honorable mention All-Big Ten pick at return specialist as his 23 
punt returns are the most by a Hoosier since Tracy Porter (23) in 2007.

•	 At Texas Tech, Price appeared in 42 games with 25 starts. He was a two-
time All-Big-12 honorable mention (2022-2023).

•	Omar Cooper Jr. is back after he appeared in nine games in 2023 with 
two starts before missing the last three games due to injury.

•	 He had his first career rushing touchdown when he took a 16-yard rush to 
the end zone in Week 10 at Michigan State (11/2).

•	 Cooper Jr. connected with Tayven Jackson on a 42-yard touchdown 
reception in Week 9 against Washington (10/26).

•	 In Week 5 against Maryland (9/28), Cooper caught a 27-yard touchdown 
to give Indiana a 14-7 lead with 38 seconds left in the half. He had two 
receptions that covered 54 yards on the three-play scoring drive, including 
the touchdown.

•	 He hauled in a 23-yard touchdown reception in the third quarter of Week 3 
at UCLA (9/14) to mark back-to-back games catching a touchdown.

•	 Cooper had a career day in Week 2 against Western Illinois (9/6), catching 
a career-long 69-yard touchdown reception in the third quarter and going 
for 131 receiving yards.

•	 In the Western Illinois win, Cooper (131) and Sarratt (137) became the first 
set of teammates since 2022 with 100 yards receiving in the same game. 
The last duo to accomplish the feat was Cam Camper and D.J. Matthews 
Jr. in the season opener against Illinois (9/2) at Memorial Stadium.

•	 In his return to the field against FIU (8/31) in Week 1 of the 2024 season, 
Cooper had three catches with a team-high 45 receiving yards. His long 
reception went for 26 yards.

•	 The Indianapolis native caught his first career touchdown pass in Week 
8 of the 2023 campaign versus Rutgers (10/21). He brought in a 35-yard 
pass on 4th-and-8 from the Rutgers 35-yard line to open the scoring.

•	 The Hoosiers also added career 1,000-yard receivers Miles Cross (Ohio) and 
Ke'Shawn Williams (Wake Forest) via the transfer portal in the offseason. 

•	 Cross comes to Bloomington after three seasons at Ohio (2021-23). He 
appeared in 37 career games with 22 starts and caught 105 passes for 
1,301 yards and eight touchdowns in Athens.

•	 He played a pivotal role in the Week 3 win at UCLA (9/14) when he caught 
his first touchdown as a Hoosier on a 3-yard score in the first quarter while 
tallying 90 receiving yards on six catches.

•	 In four seasons at Wake Forest (2020-23), Williams appeared in 46 games 
with 11 starts. He amassed 2,094 all-purpose yards and caught 107 passes 
for 1,385 yards and five touchdowns. He also logged 33 kickoff returns for 
654 yards and two punt returns for 26 yards.

•	 Williams was Indiana's most consistent receiver in Week 11 against 
Michigan (11/9) when he had a team-high six catches and 70 yards. His 
22-yard punt return to the Indiana 39-yard line set the Hoosiers up for a 
41-yard field goal to extend the lead to 20-15 with 5:20 left in the game.

•	 In Week 6 at Northwestern (10/5), Williams hauled in a career-long 52-
yard reception and also scored on a 13-yard touchdown with both catches 
happening in the third quarter.

•	 He scored touchdowns in back-to-back weeks, hauling in two touchdowns 
for his first career multi-touchdown game in Week 3 at UCLA (9/14), and 
added a 19-yard receiving score in Week 4 against Charlotte (9/21).

OFFENSIVE LINE

•	 Back for year two to lead the offensive line in Bloomington, Bob Bostad 
looks to continue his progress with the unit as the lone holdover from 
Indiana's coaching staff in 2023.

•	 Bostad tutored 11 All-Americans over two stints at Wisconsin. That 
included eight on the offensive line, one tight end and two linebackers to 
earn All-America honors.

•	 Indiana's offensive line was named a semifinalist for the Joe Moore Award 
for the top offensive line in college football.

•	 Indiana’s offensive line is currently the No. 2 unit in the Big Ten per Pro 
Football Focus (81.9), a mark that ranks No. 7 in the Power 4 entering 
Week 12.

•	 The line has protected for 37 rushing touchdowns, which is tied for the 
most in a single season in program history with the 1988 team. 

•	 Indiana recorded 582 yards of total offense in Week 14 against Purdue 
(11/30), the most in a Big Ten game since 2016 against Maryland (650).

•	 The offensive line has helped Indiana's offense chart 500 total yards 
of offense five times this season (Western Illinois, 9/6; Charlotte, 9/21; 
Maryland, 9/28; at Northwestern; 10/5; Purdue, 11/30). It is the first time 
since 2019 that Indiana logged 500-plus yards of offense in multiple games.

•	 From Weeks 9-10, the zero sacks allowed in back-to-back Big Ten games mark the 
first time since 2001 that IU hasn't surrendered a sack in consecutive conference 
games since five-straight games from Sept. 29-Nov. 3, 2001.

•	 In Week 9 against Washington (10/26),  the Hoosiers didn't allow a tackle 
for loss for the first time since 2013 versus Navy and just the second time 
since at least 2005.

•	 In Weeks 4-6, the Hoosiers posted consecutive games with 500-plus yards 
of total offense. The last time IU had three-straight games with 500-plus 
yards of total offense was a four-game stretch to end the 2015 season 
(Week 11-13, bowl).

•	 In the Week 2 win over Western Illinois (9/6) Indiana rushed for 335 yards 
and passed for 378 yards to mark the first time since 2015 against Purdue 
(11/28) the team topped 300 yards rushing and passing in the same game.

•	 One of the longest-tenured Hoosiers, redshirt senior Mike Katic 
earned All-Big Ten third team honors is in his sixth and final season in 
Bloomington as an anchor on the offensive line. 

•	 Katic was named IU's 2020 Offensive Newcomer of the Year after starting 
four games at left guard in his redshirt freshman season and has started 
49 of his 50 career appearances. 

•	 Of his 49 starts, 27 are at left guard, he also has started at right guard 
and center. In each week of the 2024 season, Katic has started at center.

•	 Katic appeared in six games as a redshirt freshman, nine games in 2021 
- missing three due to injury - and started every game of the 2022 and 
2023 campaigns.

•	 Another stalwart of the Hoosier offensive line is back in redshirt 
sophomore Carter Smith who has started 18-straight games at left 
tackle. He is the No. 5 highest graded offensive lineman in the Big Ten 
entering bowl season (80.7) and No. 18 in the Power 4.

•	 Smith made his first career start in the season opener in Week 1 of 2023 
against No. 3/4 Ohio State (9/2) and has 13-straight starts at left tackle.

•	 He also made his first college appearance against Ohio State, with 61 
snaps at right tackle at No. 2/2 Ohio State (11/12) in Week 11 of 2022.

•	Trey Wedig is in his fifth collegiate season after playing four years at 
Wisconsin (2020-23). As a Hoosier, he has assumed the role as the team's 
starting right tackle and is the No. 4 highest-graded lineman in the Power 
4 entering bowl season (87.3)

•	 The redshirt senior charted 35 appearances with eight starts for the 
Badgers. All eight starts occurred in the 2022 season. He made starts at 
right tackle (5), right guard (2) and left guard (1).

•	 In Week 1 against FIU (8/31), Wedig got the start at right tackle in his 
Indiana debut and helped IU rush for 234 yards.

•	 A pair of redshirt sophomores in Drew Evans and Bray Lynch each got 
their first career starts in Week 1 against FIU (8/31). Evans made the start 
at left guard while Lynch was at right guard and assumed the regular 
starting role in each position.

•	 Evans suffered a season-ending achilles injury in practice during the week 
prior to the Michigan game. James Madison transfer and senior Tyler 
Stephens took over for Evans against Michigan in Week 11 (11/9).

•	 Stephens came to Bloomington after spending four seasons in 
Harrisonburg (2020-23) with 36 games played and 31 total starts: left 
guard (13), left tackle (12), and right tackle (6). 

•	 He was tabbed second-team All-Sun Belt Conference as a senior in 2023 
and has worked on both the offensive line and with the tight ends.

•	Nick Kidwell spent six seasons at James Madison (2018-23) and missed 
2024 due to injury.

•	 First-year defensive coordinator Bryant Haines coaches the linebackers 
and brought a pair of James Madison transfers along with a young core 
ready to lead the linebackers.

•	 The tandem of Aiden Fisher and Jailin Walker each excelled at James 
Madison playing together in Haines' defense. The duo combined for 169 
tackles and 11.5 tackles for loss in 2023 alone.

•	 It didn't take long for the duo to continue upon that success at Indiana, 
as they were the Hoosiers' top tacklers in the Week 1 win over FIU (8/31), 
when they combined for 20 tackles.

•	 Through the first 12 games of the 2024 season, Fisher and Walker have 
accounted for 180 tackles, a little under a quarter (23.4%) of the team's 
768 total stops.

•	 In Week 11 against Michigan (11/9), Fisher had 14 tackles for his eighth 
career double-digit game. He has charted eight-plus tackles in nine of his 
12 games as a Hoosier and ranks No. 3 in the Big Ten with 108 tackles.

•	 In the All-Big Ten first team honoree's Indiana debut in Week 1 against FIU 
(8/31), he logged 12 stops, 2.0 tackles for loss and had a solo sack.

•	 In 11 starts in 2023, he led the Dukes with 108 tackles (52 solo) to go 
along with 6.0 tackles for loss, 1.5 sacks, one interception and eight pass 
breakups. Fisher also blocked both a punt and field goal attempt.

•	 In 2023, against Air Force in the Armed Forces Bowl, Fisher had a season-
high 17 tackles, including 12 solo stops.

•	 His outstanding play earned him third-team All-Sun Belt honors in 2023. 
He also was named the Sun Belt Conference Special Teams Player of the 
Week after blocking a punt in the team's win at Virginia (9/9) in Week 2.

•	 Walker earned Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week honors in Week 14 
against Purdue (11/30) as he notched 4.0 tackles for loss, 1.5 sacks, forced 
a fumble and had an interception in back-to-back weeks.

•	 He led the Hoosiers in tackles (8) in Week 13 at Ohio State (11/23) and had 
his first interception as a Hoosier when he picked off Will Howard at the 
Indiana 11-yard line in the second quarter.

•	 In Week 11 against Michigan (11/9), Walker recorded seven tackles and 
1.0 tackles for loss.

•	 Walker forced a fumble in Week 8 against Nebraska (10/19) when he 
stripped Dante Dodwell and Jacob Mangum-Farrar recovered.

•	 In Week 5 against Maryland (9/28) Walker logged eight tackles, 0.5 sack 
and 1.0 tackles for loss.

•	 Each of Walker's three seasons in Harrisonburg saw him play in 10-plus 
games as he made 32 appearances with 20 starts. He made 10 starts in 
both his sophomore (2022) and junior (2023) seasons and was recognized 
as an All-Sun Belt Conference honorable mention.

•	 In 2023, Walker logged 61 total tackles, 5.5 tackles for loss and forced 
three fumbles. In a win at Marshall (10/19), Walker had one of the best 
performances of his career with 10 tackles, 2.0 tackles for loss, 1.0 sack 
and two forced fumbles.

•	 Redshirt sophomore Isaiah Jones has bolstered the linebacker group's 
depth with an enhanced role in 2024.

•	 In his first season as a regular in the Hoosiers' linebacking core, he has 
logged five-plus tackles in a game four times.

•	 Jones combined with Tyrique Tucker for his first career sack in Week 10 
at Michigan State (11/2). His first tackle for loss came in Week 4 against 
Charlotte (9/21).

•	 Jones made only four appearances throughout the 2022-23 seasons. He 
redshirted the 2022 campaign, when he made his debut against Penn 
State (11/5) and collected his first career tackle.

•	Rolijah Hardy has made a number of plays for the Indiana defense as a 
true freshman, including a forced fumble and 1.0 tackles for loss in Week 14 
against Purdue (11/30).

•	 He had 2.0 tackles for loss in Week 10 at Michigan State (11/2).

•	 Hardy intercepted Dylan Raiola in Week 8 against Nebraska (10/19) for his 
second interception of the year.

•	 In Week 2 against Western Illinois (9/6), Hardy had his first career 
interception and touchdown in the fourth quarter when he picked off 
Nathan Lamb for a 12-yard return.

•	 Hardy is the first true freshman to return an interception for a touchdown 
since Jameel Cook Jr. took an interception back 96 yards against FIU in 2015.

•	 Hardy spent 2023 as part of the Naval Academy Preparatory School after 
graduating from Lakeland High School in Lakeland, Florida.

•	Jeff Utzinger made his first career appearance against FIU (8/31) where 
he made his first career tackle in the fourth quarter and has played in all 
seven games.

•	Quentin Clark made his collegiate debut in Week 10 at Michigan State  
(11/2). He is one of 12 true freshmen to debut in 2024.* - Varsity letter earned

•	 Defensive tackles coach Pat Kuntz and defensive ends coach Buddha 
Williams are each in their first seasons leading the defensive line for the 
Hoosiers. Kuntz arrived with Cignetti from James Madison, while Williams 
joins the staff from Colorado State.

•	Mikail Kamara was a semifinalist for three national defensive player of 
the year awards and is No. 5 in the FBS in total pressures (64) and is the No. 
9 highest-graded defender in the Big Ten (89.4) per PFF.

•	 The All-Big Ten First Team honoree owns at least one tackle in every game 
played and has at least a half a tackle for loss in 30 of 35 career games. 

•	 Had his third career fumble recovery and third of the season when he picked 
up an Alex Orji fumble, forced by Terry Jones Jr. in the second quarter in 
Week 11 against Michigan (11/9).

•	 His 4.5 tackles in Week 10 at Michigan State (11/2) are tied for the third 
most in a single game in program history and the most since Damian 
Gregory vs. Michigan State in 1997.

•	 He also had 2.5 sacks against the Spartans, which tied for No. 6 on the IU single 
game charts and mark his third-career 2.0-sack game. The single-game total is 
the highest since Tegray Scales had 3.0 against Penn State in 2017.

•	 Kamara strip-sacked Dylan Raiola for a loss of 9 yards which gave IU the 
ball at the Indiana 15-yard line in Week 8 against Nebraska (10/19).

•	 In Week 3 at UCLA (9/14), Kamara recovered his first career fumble in 
the first quarter on UCLA's opening drive, which led to Indiana's second 
touchdown of the game.

•	 In 2023, Kamara started all 12 games with 52 tackles, 17.5 tackles for loss, 
6.5 sacks and three forced fumbles to garner second-team All-Sun Belt.

•	James Carpenter, a sixth-year senior and Burlsworth Trophy finalist, 
owns 52 career appearances and 49 starts after spending five seasons at 
James Madison (2019-23) where he began his career as a walk-on.

•	 He contributed 1.5 sacks as part of a team-total 7.0 sacks in Week 10 
at Michigan State (11/2). Carpenter had 2.0 sacks in Week 5 against 
Maryland (9/28).

•	 He posted his first Hoosier sack with a solo takedown on third down in the 
second quarter to force a punt in Week 3 at UCLA (9/14).

•	 At James Madison, Carpenter was a two-time All-Sun Belt pick (2022, 
2023) and totaled 141 tackles, 28.0 tackles for loss, 11.5 sacks, two 
interceptions, two fumble recoveries and one forced fumble.

•	Tyrique Tucker spent two seasons at JMU (2022-23) with 13 appearances 
and five starts as a redshirt freshman in 2023 after not seeing the field in 
his redshirt season in 2022.

•	 He made four stops in both Weeks 1 and 2. In Week 2 against Western 
Illinois (9/8), Tucker had 1.5 sacks.

•	C.J. West was another strong transfer pickup for the Hoosiers' defensive 
line after four seasons at Kent State (2020-23). 

•	 He had his first fumble recovery as a Hoosier when he picked up a Devin 
Mockobee fumble in the third quarter in Week 14 against Purdue (11/30).

•	 In Week 11 against Michigan (11/9), West had nine tackles and a tackle 
for loss.

•	 In Week 5 against Maryland (9/28), he recorded his first sack as a Hoosier when 
he brought Billy Edwards Jr. down for a loss of 7 yards in the first quarter.

•	 Carr Jr. had his first career fumble recovery in Week 14 against Purdue 
(11/30) when he picked up a Devin Mockobee fumble in the fourth 
quarter forced by Jailin Walker.

•	 In Week 13 at Ohio State (11/23), Carr Jr. recorded seven tackles.

•	 He appeared in all 12 games and charted 10 starts in 2023, his first season 
as a Hoosier. At Michigan (10/14), he logged his first career multi-sack 
game (2.0) while making four total tackles.

•	 Freshman Mario Landino had his first career sack when he and Tyrique 
Tucker brought down Will Rogers III for a 7-yard loss in the third quarter in 
Week 9 against Washington (10/26).

•	 In Week 4 against Charlotte (9/21), Landino had his first career forced 
fumble. In the fourth quarter, he stripped the ball from Charlotte's Rod 
Gainey Jr., and Bryson Bonds recovered the ball for the Hoosiers.

•	 Landino was one of four true freshmen to see the field for the Hoosiers in 
Week 1 against FIU (8/31). His first career tackle was a tackle for loss in 
the fourth quarter.

•	Jacob Mangum-Farrar is playing his seventh season of college football 
in 2024. He began his career at Stanford in 2018 and played for five 
seasons before coming to Indiana in 2023.

•	 Mangum-Farrar had his first sack as a Hoosier when he brought down 
Tommy Schuster for a loss of 18 yards in the fourth quarter in Week 10 at 
Michigan State (11/2).

•	 Freshman Daniel Ndukwe made his first career tackle in Week 8 against 
Nebraska (10/19) and owns two blocked punts in 2024, to lead the Big Ten 
and ranks tied for No. 4 in the FBS.

•	 Ndukwe blocked a punt in the fourth quarter in Week 5 against Maryland 
(9/28) for Indiana's first blocked punt since 2021, also against Maryland.

•	 He is one of 12 true freshmen to debut in 2024 and made his first collegiate 
appearance in Week 2 against Western Illinois (9/6).

•	 In 2020, he was a quality control assistant for a Georgia team that won the 
Peach Bowl and posted an 8-2 record.

•	 Ojong was named to the American Football Coaches Association 35 Under 
35 list in December 2024.

•	 The Indiana cornerback unit received a boost when sophomore D'Angelo 
Ponds transferred from James Madison during the spring portal window.

•	 He was a Freshman All-American by the Football Writers Association of 
America, a semifinalist for the Shaun Alexander Freshman of the Year award 
and second-team All-Sun Belt as a freshman in 2023.

•	 The All-Big first team honoree had six stops and three pass breakups in Week 
13 at Ohio State (11/23).

•	 With his six tackles in Week 13 against the Buckeyes, Ponds has notched five-
plus tackles in six games this season.

•	 In Week 10 at Michigan State (11/2), Ponds blocked his first career kick  when 
he blocked Ryan Eckley's punt in the third quarter that went out of the end 
zone for a safety that extended Indiana's lead to 23-10.

•	 Earned Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week after his first career multi-
interception game versus Washington. Ended Week 9 as the highest-rated 
started defensive back in the FBS (93.1) after the first two-interception 
game for a Hoosier since Jamar Johnson at Ohio State (2; 2020).

•	 Totaled a career-high 12 tackles and logged a pair of pass breakups 
against Wake Forest (9/16).

•	Cedarius Doss is spending his sixth season of college football in 
Bloomington after playing the first five across Tuskegee (2019-20) and 
Austin Peay (2021-23), where he appeared in 24 career games with 15 
starts, including 21 games and 15 starts at Austin Peay (2021-23).

•	 Named Pro Football Focus first-team All-America as well as second-team 
All-United Athletic Conference in 2023. He appeared in 12 games and 
made 11 starts. 

•	 In Week 2 of the 2023 season, he made seven tackles, including five solo 
and forced a fumble at Tennessee (9/9).

No. 6 on the IU single-game charts.

•	 In 2023, Evans posted three of the top-10 single game punting averages 
in program history (min. 3 punts). His 57.5 yards per punt (4 punts) at 
Penn State in Week 9 ranks No. 3 on the single-game charts and a career-
best.

•	 Came to IU as a freshman in 2021 without ever having visited campus or 
spending time in the United States. He played his first downs of American 
football at Iowa (9/4/21) in the 2021 season opener.

•	 Radicic holds four of the top-10 single-game extra points made marks 
with No. 1 (11; Western Illinois), No. 3 (9; Purdue), T-No. 4 (8; Nebraska) 
and T-No. 8 (7; Charlotte).

•	 After his 2-for-2 field goal peformance against Michigan in Week 11 
(11/9), Radicic moved his way into a tie for No. 8 on the program's 
consecutive field goals made list at nine-straight tries to open his career. 
He is tied with Pete Stoyanovich (8; 1987-88), Andy Payne (8, 1988), 
Mitch Ewald (8, 2010) and Logan Justus (8, 2018).

•	 In his first start after winning the place-kicking battle, he hit a career-
long 35-yard field goal in the third quarter against FIU (8/31) in Week 1.

•	 Radicic was an all-district performer for Coppell (Texas) High School, 
after moving to America from Croatia in 2016.

•	Derek McCormick is in his sixth and final season of college eligibility 
after spending two seasons at Ave Maria College (2019-20) and three 
seasons at Louisiana Monroe (2021-23).

•	 McCormick assumed the primary kickoff duty in Week 1 vs. FIU (8/31).

•	 In Week 1, Mark Langston served as the team's long snapper in his 
Indiana debut and has handled all snapping duties in 2024.

•	 He is in his sixth and final college season after two years at Kennesaw 
State (2019-20) to start his career and three years at Georgia Southern 
(2021-23).

•	 He appeared in 22 games at long snapper for Georgia Southern and did 
not see any game action at Kennesaw State.

•	 He missed the entire 2023 season due to an ACL injury sustained at the 
end of his 2022 campaign.

•	Jaxon Miller is in his second season with the Hoosiers after appearing in 
two games in 2023, helping with kickoff coverage.

•	 He made his collegiate debut in Week 2 of the 2023 season against 
Indiana State (9/8).

•	 Miller began his college career at Army where he redshirted and did not 
see any game action. 

•	Myles Price has also served as the primary punt returner at Indiana and 
ranks No. 6 on the single-season punt return yardage list (289).

•	 He was an honorable mention All-Big Ten pick at return specialist as his 
23 punt returns are the most by a Hoosier since Tracy Porter (23) in 2007.

FAST START AT INDIANA 
• Through his first 12 games, Curt Cignetti has led Indiana to an 11-1 record. 
The team started 10-0 for the first time in program history and has set the 
program record for wins in a single season.
• With the win over FIU in Week 1 (8/31), Cignetti became the 15th coach in 
program history to have won the first game of his Indiana tenure. He is the first to 
do since Bill Lynch defeated Indiana State to open his tenure in the 2007 season. 
• The other head coaches to have won their first game include Osgood & 
Wren (1985), James H. Horne (1898), James M. Sheldon (1905), Clarence 
C. Childs (1914), Ewald O. Stiehm (1914), Harlan O. (Pat) Page (1926), 
Earle (Billy) Hayes (1931), Alvin N. (Bo) McMillin (1934), Clyde B. Smith 
(1948), John Pont (1965), Sam Wyche (1983), Gerry DiNardo (2002), Terry 
Hoeppner (2005), Bill Lynch (2007).
• The 77 points in the Western Illinois win are the most scored in a single game 
in program history. The previous high was 76 against Franklin in 1901.
• Cignetti is the eighth Indiana head coach to start his head coaching tenure 
with a 2-0 record. He joins Osgood & Wren (1895), Horne (1898), Sheldon 
(1905), Page (1926), Smith (1948), Hoeppner (2005), and Lynch (2007).
• Cignetti became the fourth Indiana head coach to start his head coaching 
tenure with a 3-0 record to join Sheldon (1905), Hoeppner (2005) and 
Lynch (2007).  Horne (1898) didn't lose in his first three games as an IU 
head coach with a 2-0-1 mark in 1898.
• The 29-point margin of victory at UCLA was Indiana's largest in a Big Ten 
road game since defeating Wisconsin (Oct. 6), 63-32, in 2001.
• Cignetti is the only Indiana head coach to begin his head coaching tenure 
with a 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9 and 10-0 record. His ten wins in 2024 extend his 
program record for wins by a first year head coach.
• Cignetti is the first ever Division I head coach to start 10-0 in consecutive 
seasons at different schools. (James Madison, 2023; Indiana, 2024).
• During Week 12, Cignetti came to an agreement on a contract extension 
with IU. He agreed to an eight-year contract with an average annual 
compensation of $8 million. The contract goes through 2032.
• His first-year success has earned him three different Coach of the Year 
honors: Hayes-Schembechler Big Ten Coach of the Year, Dave McClain Coach 
of the Year and Associated Press Big Ten Coach of the Year.

SUCCESS AT JAMES MADISON 
• Prior to becoming Indiana's head coach in December 2023, Cignetti amassed 
massive success at James Madison in his five-year tenure in Harrisonburg.
• Cignetti's Dukes teams went 52-9 from 2019-23, including a 19-4 mark in 
2022 and 2023, JMU's first two years as an FBS program.
• 2023 was nothing short of magical for James Madison as the team went 11-
1, had a 7-1 mark in the Sun Belt while winning the eastern division and spent 
time in the national rankings. 
• Cignetti became the first coach to lead his team into the Top 25 during a 
program’s first year of transition from FCS to FBS. 
• In 2023, JMU clinched the school’s first bowl bid, back-to-back Sun Belt East 
titles, and a Top-25 ranking for six-straight weeks.
• In Week Two (9/9), James Madison went on the road and defeated Virginia in 
dramatic fashion, 36-35.
• The outstanding season earned Cignetti 2023 Sun Belt Coach of the Year.
• In 2022, JMU went 8-3 overall with a 6-2 mark in conference play to finish 
tied for first in the Sun Belt East Division. The Dukes opened with a 5-0 record, 
earning its Top-25 nod for the first time.
• Prior to FBS football, Cignetti led his JMU teams to equal levels of success in 
the Colonial Athletic Association and the FCS from 2019-21. 
• The Dukes clinched three-consecutive CAA championships and playoff 
appearances, a berth in the 2019 FCS national championship game, and FCS 
semifinal appearances in 2020 and 2021.
• In his five years at JMU, Cignetti's teams went 31-4 in conference play.
• Cignetti led James Madison to a 14-2 record and the national title appearance 
in his first campaign in Harrisonburg in 2019. JMU reeled off 14 consecutive 
wins, went 8-0 in league play, and notched eight nationally-ranked wins, with 
three inside the Top 10.
• The Dukes went 7-1 and reached the FCS semifinals in 2020, and finished 
12-2 with a conference championship and semifinal appearance in their final 
FCS season in 2021.
• A 2019 Eddie Robinson Award finalist, Cignetti mentored 27 Dukes to All-
America status. At the conference level, he tutored one Player of the Year, three 
Offensive Players of the Year, two Defensive Players of the Year, and one Special 
Teams Player of the Year.
• James Madison totaled 72 all-conference honorees, including 2023 Sun Belt 
Player of the Year quarterback Jordan McCloud and 2023 Defensive Player of 
the Year defensive lineman Jalen Green. Additionally, 17 Dukes carded spots 
on the All-Sun Belt team.

• Cignetti brought 13 of his key contributors at James Madison with him to 
Indiana via the transfer portal. 
• He also brought six assistant coaches and his head strength coach to 
Bloomington with him: Bryant Haines (Defensive Coordinator/Linebackers), 
Mike Shanahan (Offensive Coordinator/Wide Receivers), Grant Cain (Special 
Teams Coordinator/Tight Ends), Pat Kuntz (Defensive Tackles), John Miller 
(Running Backs), Tino Sunseri (Quarterbacks/Co-Offensive Coordinator) and 
Derek Owings (Director of Athletic Performance).
• Haines and Shanahan have been with Cignetti for the long haul, both first 
working with him since the Indiana University of Pennsylvania days. Each got 
their first coordinator jobs at James Madison under Cignetti, too.

RAPID TURNAROUND AT ELON
• Prior to his stint at James Madison, Cignetti amassed a 14-9 record in two 
years at Elon (2017-18), a program that went 12-45 in the previous five 
campaigns. 
• The Phoenix qualified for the FCS Playoffs in both seasons, just the second 
and third playoff berths in program history (2009).
• Cignetti led Elon to a six-win improvement in 2017, going 8-4 and finishing 
second in the CAA at 6-2. The Phoenix defeated four ranked opponents and 
returned to the national rankings for the first time since 2010.
• His squad also went on an eight-game winning streak, the first from an Elon 
football team since 2009.
• He was named Colonial Athletic Association Coach of the Year as the Phoenix 
reached the postseason and finished 20th in the national rankings.
• The great success also put him in line for a fourth-place finish in the voting for 
the Eddie Robinson Award.
• Elon secured a second-straight playoff appearance in 2018, with the ninth-
ranked Phoenix knocking off No. 2 James Madison for the program’s first-ever 
win over an FCS Top-5 opponent. The victory also snapped the Dukes’ 22-game 
conference winning streak.

THE IUP DAYS
• Cignetti’s inaugural head-coaching opportunity came at Indiana University 
of Pennsylvania from 2011-16.
• The IUP job was personally special for Cignetti as that is where his father, 
Frank Cignetti Sr., patrolled the sidelines for 20 years as head coach and 
played his college football. 
• His father, Frank, is a member of the College Football Hall of Fame after 
playing at IUP and compiling a coaching record of 199-77-1 at West Virginia 
(1976-79) and IUP (1986-2005). 
• The field at IUP is named in his honor (Frank Cignetti Field @ George P. 
Miller Stadium).
• Curt Cignetti went 53-17 with three playoff appearances and four Top 25s 
in six campaigns as the IUP head coach.
• The Crimson Hawks touted a 33-11 ledger in the Pennsylvania State 
Athletic Conference after a 4-10 two-year stretch prior to his arrival. Cignetti 
was 4-3 in the playoffs and had a final ranking as high as 12th (2016).

BEFORE HE WAS A HEAD COACH
• Cignetti’s 27-year tenure as an FBS assistant coach featured a spot on Nick 
Saban’s first coaching staff at Alabama. He served as wide receivers coach 
and recruiting coordinator (2007-10).
• Saban coached under Frank Cignetti before later employing Curt at Alabama.
• The Crimson Tide went 12-2 in 2008, the same year Cignetti helped corral the 
nation’s No. 1 recruiting class. Alabama followed with an undefeated national 
championship season in 2009, and a 10-win campaign in 2010.
• He joined the Crimson Tide after a seven-year stint as recruiting coordinator 
(2000-06), tight ends coach (2000-02), and quarterbacks coach (2003-04) at 
North Carolina State. 
• The Wolfpack reached five bowl games, including the 2002 Gator Bowl squad 
that set a program record with 11 victories.
• His first run as a recruiting coordinator came at Pitt from (1993-99), where 
he also coached tight ends and quarterbacks at various times under College 
Football Hall of Fame head coach Johnny Majors.
• Cignetti started his coaching career as a graduate assistant at Pitt (1983-84) 
and was part of its Fiesta Bowl team his first year. • He mentored quarterbacks 
and receivers at Davidson in 1985, and he oversaw the quarterbacks at Rice 
(1986-88) and Temple (1989-92).
• Cignetti graduated from West Virginia in 1982, where he lettered as a 
quarterback and earned his bachelor’s degree in business administration.

• Curt and his wife, Manette, have three children, Natalie, Carly and Curtis. 
Natalie was an honorable mention All-American in volleyball at IUP.
• Cignetti earned his bachelor’s degree from West Virginia University in 
1982.
